INSTALLATION
After unpacking carton, ensure all components are present. Mark out 
the wall as per mounting bracket detail. Mount the unit to the wall using 
suitable fasteners. Fit activation handle and fasten. Prior to connecting 
the water supply flush the pipe line to clear of impurities and debris. 
Connect water supply to 15mm connection below the volume control. 
Turn water supply on and assure all connections are water tight. 
Activate the unit and adjust spray pattern to balance centrally in the 
basin. (This is done by turning the adjustments screw on volume 
control below valve).

OPERATION
The eye/face wash is activated by pushing the activation
bar rearward.  The unit will operate until the activation 
bar is manually pulled to the off position. 

Wall mounted EMERGENCY AERATED EYE WASH unit. Eye wash is supplied with a 15mm stay open full flow 
ball valve,activated by a activation push bar.
