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What Is Vive Vue? (continued)
Vive Vue enables you to:
Monitor energy usage and savings in real time.
Schedule events based on time of day or relative to sunrise or sunset for all the areas in the system.
Activate and deactivate load shedding in real time for the whole system or individual areas.
Monitor when and how often areas are occupied to determine if spaces are being utilized effectively.
Export energy and occupancy information as historical reports.
Control dimmable or switched lighting loads in areas throughout the system in real time.

Maintaining the System Schedule

Each Vive hub contains a built-in timeclock that can be used to schedule events based on time of day or
astronomic time. With Vive Vue, the events for all the hubs in the system display in a single schedule. You can
navigate through the schedule calendar, add new events, and edit events.

Once a hub is paired to a floor in Vive Vue, the hub's timeclock events must be maintained from the Schedule
page.

NOTE: The time on a hub is set from the Vive hub application.

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Monitoring and Controlling Load Shed

Load shedding allows you to monitor lighting power usage for the system and apply a load shed reduction to
selected areas, thereby reducing the system's peak power usage.

Load shedding can be activated and deactivated for the whole system or for individual hubs. Load shedding
percentages can be configured for all the areas controlled by the hub or for individual areas at levels between
0% and 90%. This is the percentage of the lighting level by which you want to reduce the area
(0% = no reduction; 90% = maximum reduction).
Activating and Deactivating System-Wide Load Shedding

1. From the Home page, click the Load Shed tile in the Main Dashboard.
