•   Use jump starter safely with great care.
•   Use jump starter only for 12 V vehicles for emergency launch. DO NOT use for different voltage
     vehicles including aircra� and ships.
•   DO NOT use jump starter if the cables or their terminals are damaged.
•   DO NOT use jump starter as vehicle ba�ery and as a ba�ery charger.
•   DO NOT jump start vehicle while jump starter is charging.
•   DO NOT use jump starter in the event of bulges, leaks or strange smells coming from it.
•   Only use with the original Rooboost jumper cables and power adapter to avoid possible
     damages.
•   Make sure that the blue jumper connector of the jumper cable is fully inserted into jump start
     socket of the jump starter. Otherwise the blue jumper connector would melt.
•   DO NOT connect two terminals of jumper clamp to each other.
•   DO NOT let children, young inexperienced or people with reduced physical or mental
     capabili�es to use jump starter.
•   DO NOT expose jump starter to extreme heat or fire.
•   DO NOT store jump starter in a place with direct sunlight and where the temperature may
     exceed 60 oC.
•   ALWAYS charge jump starter at ambient temperatures in range of 0 oC to 50 oC.

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INTRODUCTION & FEATURES

JUMP STARTER
The Rooboost RB-PRO1500 is lithium-ion jump starter with a digital display. It is suitable 
for up to 7.0 L petrol and 5.0 L diesel vehicles including cars, boats, motorcycles, lawn 
mowers, RVs, tractors, trucks and more. The jump starter features spark proof 
technology and the smart jumper cable reserves polarity protec�on. The RB-PRO1500 
can instantly jump start most single 12 V lead-acid ba�eries.

SMART JUMPER CABLE
The RB-PRO1500 contains smart jumper cable with digital display to show normal/
abnormal status digitally. The smart jumper cable contains built-in voltmeter that reads 
the voltage of the vehicle’s ba�ery for enhanced diagnos�cs and troubleshoo�ng. 
Knowing the vehicle ba�ery voltage can play an important role in understanding the 
problem. If the ba�ery voltage is above 12 V and the vehicle doesn’t start, the problem 
might not be the ba�ery issue. The vehicle might not need jump start.

POWER BANK & WIRELESS CHARGER
The RB-PRO1500 is equipped with ba�ery pack having a capacity of 16000 mAh (59.2 Wh). 
It contains USB, Quick Charge USB, USB Type-C and DC outputs as well as Qi wireless 
charging features.

LED LIGHT
The RB-PRO1500 contains LED light that includes steady torch, SOS signal flash and 
strobe modes, which makes it the ul�mate emergency tool.

DIGITAL DISPLAY
The RB-PRO1500 contains digital display. It shows jump starter ba�ery capacity, input/
output status and volt/amp digitally. Addi�onally, the smart jumper cable contains 
digital display to show normal/abnormal status during jump start for ultra-safety.

QDSP TECHNOLOGY
Quick Discharge Start Power (QDSP) is a unique jump-star�ng technology based on new 
3rd genera�on jump starters which is used in RB-PRO1500. It has a 3-5 �mes enhanced 
jump-star�ng current compared to the 2nd genera�on with the same capacity. In 
low temperature circumstances (up to  -20 oC), the performance is greatly improved.
Addi�onally, QDSP RB-PRO1500 is equipped with smart jumper cable, digital display,
QC3.0, USB Type-C fast charging features.

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OPERATION & HOW TO USE

•   The RB-PRO1500 comes par�ally pre-charged and needs to be fully charged
     before use.
•   It will take 3-4 hours to full charge the RB-PRO1500. The charging �me will differ
     based on the discharge level, used power source and ba�ery condi�ons.
•   Follow the below steps to charge the RB-PRO1500.
     a.   Connect Type-C connector of charging cable into jump starter input port.
     b.   Connect USB connector of charging cable to power adapter or cigare�e
            lighter adapter (5 V / 3 A).
     c.    Plug power adapter into a power source or insert cigare�e lighter adapter
            into a cigare�e lighter socket.

•   It is recommended to charge the RB-PRO1500 at least once 3 months in order to
     extend its ba�ery life.
•   DO NOT charge RB-PRO1500 immediately a�er using it to jump start a vehicle or
     while it is hot.

CHARGING THE RB-PRO1500
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•   The RB-PRO1500 can be used as a power bank through below 5 outputs. Always
     short press the (      ) to turn on the output func�ons.

POWER BANK FUNCTION

The RB-PRO1500 contains LED light that includes steady torch, SOS signal flash and 
strobe modes.
     •   Steady Torch: Press and hold the (      ) for 3 seconds to turn ON the steady torch.
     •   SOS Mode: Press the (      ) again to cycle to SOS mode.
     •   Strobe Mode: Press the (      ) again to cycle to strobe mode.
     •   Press and hold the (      ) for 3 seconds to turn OFF the LED light.

LED LIGHT FUNCTION

1.  Press the (     ) to power on.
2.  Place the back of your phone onto the unit (reac�on area ≤ 5 mm). The (          ) icon
     will turn solid and your phone will then be charging.
3.  Make sure there are no extra obstruc�ons (apart from the case) on the back of
     your phone.
•   Depending on the device being charged, some devices do not support wireless
     charging up to 10 wa�s.

WIRELESS PHONE CHARGING
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1.  Connect the jumper connector (blue) into the RB-PRO1500 jump start socket.
     Wait for jumper cable display to go into stand-by mode. When in stand-by
     status, (           ) is ON and flashing in a circular mo�on, it shows that the
     RB-PRO1500 is ready for jump star�ng.

•   Turn ON the RB-PRO1500 by pressing its (     ). Make sure it is over
     25% charged.
•   Make sure all of the vehicle’s power loads (headlights, air condi�oning, radio,
     etc.) are turned off before a�emp�ng to jump start the vehicle.
•   Ensure that the ba�ery is 12 V lead-acid before connec�ng the jump starter to
     the ba�ery. The RB-PRO1500 is not suitable for any other type of ba�ery.
•   Iden�fy the correct polarity of the ba�ery terminals on the vehicle ba�ery.
•   Ensure to not make any connec�ons to carbure�or, fuel lines or thin-sheet
     metal parts.
•   Follow the below steps carefully to jump start your vehicle.

HOW TO JUMP START A VEHICLE

2.  Connect the jumper clamps to the vehicle ba�ery terminals appropriately to
     avoid reverse polarity connec�on. Ensure that the ba�ery terminals are clean.
     Connect posi�ve (red) jumper clamp to the posi�ve ba�ery terminal and
     nega�ve (black) jumper clamp to the nega�ve ba�ery terminal.
     If the jumper cable display shows voltage without any warning or alarm beeps, it
     indicates that the vehicle is ready for jump star�ng.
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3.  Start your vehicle engine. If the vehicle does not start within 3 seconds, stop
     cranking and wait at least 30 seconds and try again. Do not a�empt more than 5
     consecu�ve jump starts. Allow the RB-PRO1500 to reset for 15 minutes before
     a�emp�ng to jump start the vehicle again.

4.  Once you have successfully started your vehicle, unplug the jumper connector
     from the RB-PRO1500 within 30 seconds.

5. Disconnect the jumper clamps from the vehicle ba�ery terminals carefully.

TROUBLESHOOTING
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Problem

Jump starter displays 188 as shown below:

When the device is connected to DC output of the power 
bank for charging, the power bank (Jump starter) 
automa�cally turns off a�er few seconds.

The device ra�ng is less than 500 mA, so the power bank 
cannot read the input device and turns off automa�cally. 
The minimum ra�ng for a device to be charged is 500 mA. 

This indicates the temperature protec�on is ac�vated.
Should wait un�l temperature cools down.

Possible Reason/Solu�on



•   If not using the RB-PRO1500 for an extended period of �me, it is 
     recommended to pack it safely and store in a cool dry place to avoid
     moisture and overheat damages.
•   It is recommended to charge the RB-PRO1500 at least once in three
     months in order to extend its ba�ery life.
