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Hello everyone,

It is a relief to be out of Covid teams and getting
a feeling of some normality back within Cat
Haven-thank you for all your support during the
last two years- and understanding the changes
we had to put in place.

Winter is well and truly upon us, but
unfortunately our staff and volunteers on-site
aren’t enjoying lower cat numbers, but instead
having to care for capacity numbers on site.

The on-going rental crisis coupled with an
increased cost of living, is seeing more and
more people reluctantly having to surrender
their much loved cat. This is not a good scenario
for anyone- but a hard fact played out each and
every day at the haven. We won't see an end to
it in the short term, and our staff and volunteers
who had hoped for a reprieve after kitten
season, are bracing themselves for higher than
average numbers to continue right throughout
winter.

It is so very sad to see an older cat come in
confused and lost in a shelter environment. Cat
Haven, along with other major animal welfare
agencies is advocating for changes to the
Residential Tenancies Act 1987, to make it
easier for cat owners to be able to rent.

Our Emergency Boarding facility has never been
in so much demand as it is now. We receive no
funding for this facility, but we feel that it is such
an important service- cats are part of the family.

Cat Haven was successful in obtaining $33,000
in the first round of the Animal Welfare Grants
sponsored by the State Government, for which
we are really grateful.

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These funds will be used for a de-sexing
programme to ensure high risk cats which have
had litters of kittens, or cats owned by those
who can’t afford regular vet services, get de-
sexed.

Whilst the number of unwanted kittens has
reduced since the infroduction of the Cat Act
2011, it still apparent many people either aren’t
aware of the laws, can't afford the de-sexing
procedure, or simply don't see it as important for
their cat’s welfare. Cat Haven will fund the
microchipping for these cats.

A number of councils are looking at introducing
by-laws to have cat owners contain their cats
within their own properties. Cat Haven's position
on this is it is better welfare for cats to be in-
doors or within cat enclosures provided and
they have plenty of enrichment. We can provide
further information on this if needed.

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| would like to start by saying thank you to all of
our supporters — your belief and passion to
support our mission is humbling.

When | last wrote, Western Australia was on the
verge of reopening borders and transitioning its
response to Covid. As an organisation we
pivoted yet again to best respond to the risk and
| would like to thank our staff for working
tirelessly through the difficult months in trying
conditions. Whilst we have seen some impact to
operations with staff iliness, we have continued
to serve the needs of the community and cats.

Did you know we rely nearly entirely on
donations and bequests to run Cat Haven?
Around 98% of our revenue comes from these
sources and is essential to our continued
operations. Bequests are not a reliable revenue
stream and as a Board we are taking steps to
diversify to reduce this reliance. Our goal would
be to have these funds set aside for major
projects or outreach programs to further our
mission. The integrated and essential community
services we provide at Cat Haven have placed
us in an unparalleled position however, were it
not for Cat Haven, the burden would fall to
government as ultimately the responsible body
for administering the Cat Act.

From an advocacy perspective, we have
commenced a review of the annual State
Government grant with the intent to lobby for an
increase considering the greater community
demand for our services and essential role we
fill in the Cat Act's requirements. The grant value
has remained the same for over ten years. We
have also submitted a Lotterywest grant
application for a demountable building to
provide additional staff space and a dedicated
and private wellness area.

Over the past two years we have set aside
funding to improve the IT infrastructure which
was previously unreliable and plagued with
outages. On many occasions staff were sent
home because they could not do their job.
Pleasingly much of this has been rectified or
streamlined. The latest project was completed
this week which has seen new cabling to
replace outdated and, in some cases, broken.
WIiFi has also been deployed across the site
allowing staff to use tablets, improving
efficiency and reducing paperwork.

Over the first half of this year we compIeTed the
fitout of the dental room in the vet clinic. This will
provide much needed additional vet space but
also reduce our need to outsource this type of
work to external vets. Construction of the
expanded retail area and dedicated
bereavement rooms should commence in the
second half of 2022. Please bear with us over
this period as we work to minimise construction
impacts.

In the fundraising space, we look forward to the
return of a number of our mainstay events such
as the Quiz Night and Wet Nose Day. We are
also looking at an opportunity in the second-
hand clothing area and hope to provide some
updates over the coming months.

Whilst the world affairs may be uncertain, one
thing has and will remain constant — Cat
Haven’s dedication to improving the lives of
every cat in Western Australia but we cannot do
this alone. Please continue to support us be it
through adopting, fostering, volunteering,
donating or otherwise supporting us through our
retail store. Word of mouth is powerful so |
would encourage you to talk to friends and
family about how their lives could be enriched
through owning (or fostering) a cat.

She came in to Cat Haven as her owner
surrendered her a few weeks ago due to

allergies. She is 9 years old and 12.5kg which
means for her, she is obese, her ideal weight

should be 4.5kg.

Can you imagine walking around with 70% of
extra weight? (around 80-100 kilos excess
weight for a human!)

When she came to Cat Haven, she was

grumpy and upset, the staff couldn't touch her

back as she started to growl which was most

likely pain related due to there being so much

weight on her.

She has not been able to groom herself for
years, so her coat was greasy and dirty. Even
trying to wipe her down with some pet
shampoo and wet cloth was painful for her.

Sweet Peni is also blind and struggling to walk

with the 12..5kg on weight on her tiny little

legs.

It didn't take long for one of our staff to fall in
love with her, she felt so incredibly sorry for

her and took her home straight away.

Sweet Peni is now in foster care with her and
she is loving it. She has seen the vet again,
had blood taken and her blood pressure
which has all came back normal. which is
great news.
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Pain relief was given as well and her foster carer
said straight away that she was a different cat,
happily walking around more and more, playing,
becoming more social and purring. It is still sad to
see that she needs pain relief just for her weight.

“She is always near where we are at home, she
loves the company and us chatting to her.” Her
foster carer said.

Sweet Peni is strictly on a special diet and being
monitored closely at home she is only getting fed
Metabolic and the right amount for what she
should have. Nothing extra, no treats. Thanks to
Hills for sponsoring this food.

Playing is great exercise for her, she loves cuddles
and sitting near the window to soak up the
sunshine is part of her daily routine. Seeing her
being more comfortable and happy, makes us
happy, her weight loss journey will take a while
but we can't wait to see the progress.




Overweight cats

Being overweight or obese is associated with a variety of
health issues - many of which can decrease the lifespan of
your cat:

» Heart disease

 Diabetes

 Neurological disorders

« Respiratory problems

» Cancer

o Skin problems

« Earlier onset of joint problems such as arthritis
o Greater risk in surgeries and under anaesthetic
« Susceptibility to infections

The most common causes of cat weight gain are overfeeding
and not enough exercise. This sometimes happens without pet
parents realizing it, especially as cats get older and their
metabolisms and their activity levels slow down.

While it might seem like a good idea to drastically cut back on
the amount of food you give your overweight cat, doing so
could actually be dangerous to her health. For an obese cat,
not eating for even two to three days, whether from stress,
starvation, or refusal to eat a new food, can lead to a serious
form of liver disease. It's safer to help your pet lose weight
gradually by feeding her a nutritious weight control cat food
formula. (We recommend Hills Metabolic)

It's not always easy to get cats to exercise. After all, you can't
simply take them for a walk like you can with a dog. The good
news is that cats don't need a great deal of exercise in order
to stay healthy. We suggest aiming for two fifteen-minute
sessions per day of interactive play with your cat, engaging
them in activities like chasing and leaping after it's favourite
toy.

She had a litter of kittens and has suffered severe
mastitis which has since ruptured leaving a wound
the size of the palm of a hand. The vet clinic saw the
sweet cat that she is, and couldn’t bear the thought
of euthanizing her. But they were due to close for the
weekend, and realised she needed immediate vet
treatment, so rang us and asked if we would take
her on. One of our staff went straight out o collect
her, and brought her back to the haven where Vet
staff were waiting to treat her. The smell from the
wound was unbearable and the tissue was necrotic,
our vets were surprised it wasn't infected. But on
intake at Cat Haven, it was very apparent Athena
needed 24 hour care and surgery as soon as
possible. So arrangements were made to take her to
Perth Vet Emergency where the wonderful team
performed lifesaving surgery on her.

Despite all of this pain, Anthea continued to purr and
want pats, and we knew we had made the right
decision to save her life. She isn't out of the woods
yet, and may require further surgery here at the
shelter, but we know she deserves every chance. We
will keep you up to date with her progress, but one
thing is for sure, she will never suffer mastitis again,
having now been de-sexed. Allowing cats to have
litters of kittens can lead to painful conditions such as
this, and if left untreated, could prove fatal.

We recently did a call out for ringworm foster carers
as we were over capacity in this area and the
response was amazing!!

. What s ringworm? It is not as scary as it may
sound!

Ringworm is a fungal infection affecting the skin, hair
and occasionally nails of animals. We often see it on
the head, around eyes, ears, feet and tail with hair
loss that is rough and scaly.

It is NOT a worm as the name may lead you to
believe. In fact, it is very closely related to Athlete’s

. foot found commonly in humans. While it is a zoonotic
infection — meaning it can be passed between
species, it most commonly affects young animals and
those with suppressed immune systems.

If you search ringworm on the internet, you'll find lots
of scary pictures and medical information that makes
it sound very difficult to deal with — however, it is not
as hard to handle as it sounds, and the Foster Care
Team are here to support you every step of the way.

What a great result we had, after our urgent call out
for help in our ringworm area we are so happy to tell
you the area is empty!

All 47 cats and kittens have found foster homes!

We couldn’t do this without you all and are so lucky
to have such an amazing community backing us and
stepping up for the cats — you are all true lifesavers!

Animal Welfare Grant Program Success

We have some great news to share, Cat Haven
has been awarded a grant in the first round of
Animal Welfare Grant Program funding to
undertake a free desexing program, targeting
lower socio-economic areas of Perth.

Being the largest dedicated Cat Welfare
organisation in WA, we receive constant requests
for assistance in providing desexing services for
cats. Being able to execute this as part of
preventive shelter intake, means we can assist
owners who are struggling financially, ensuring
compliance with the Cat Act 2011, assisting in

breaking the cycle of litters from unsterilised cats,

and taking steps in preventing future numbers of
unwanted cats and kittens into the shelter.

With this funding we estimate we can
sterilise 250+ cats and kittens.

With 95% of incoming strays to the shelter
unsterlised we know this is one of the biggest
issues we face. We understand that for those
struggling in the community with meeting
everyday living costs, meeting the financial costs
of desexing can be a struggle, and delaying
surgery leads to litters of kittens that continue
the cycle of breeding.
