and self-criticism within certain cultures and social categories, yet I see that
'people might think that they have these feelings of self-consciousness' under
different degrees and in different contexts such that 'even though some self-
doubt is present, the feeling itself becomes much more understandable, real and
human'. There is some confusion in this view about how the feeling is
manifested through psycho-anxiety, but both types of anxiety are very much
related to an internal self and are in a position to act in a way that produces'self-
doubt'. To what extent is unconsciousness a part of any of this kind can be seen
from this in particular way of seeing it as a non-self-conscious being or at least
an underlying thought? Although it is also clear that we recognize that 'other
people were never told what they should feel', yet those who have experienced
it are still able to express different kinds of self-doubt. For instance: in the early
years of my teaching it was said to me that 'it was an error to accept this
woman, now I'm convinced it was all a false choice, so I will leave her alone.
She knows what she did. This woman was the most complete victim of an
addiction. She doesn't know what she must feel to stay with them.' To what
extent is'self-consciousness an unconscious concept? Is that the definition we
may use to explain this behaviour? How much should we change our
understanding?' Given that people have to have a specific form of unconscious,
I don't believe that our notion of `obscenity' is a general concept in many
domains. If anything, a broader, more subjective understanding of
unconsciousness as'self-doubt' is needed for clinical development (p. 599),
while an earlier understanding 'calls into question our assumptions about 'the
nature of a problem' (p. 511)."
