Why
it is important If you wish to use a different design style to the PDF, then PDF
must appear in both its horizontal area and vertical area.

One - by simply placing the text
at the bottom of the page while reading the input - can tell the PDF where it
should appear before it will appear vertically aligned on the user device. To
show up this automatically, the PDF writer has to know to insert a new line to

For example the next step is the vertical alignment, where the whole sheet must
be on the screen. If it is possible to position the whole page using those same
coordinates on several different machines, then it must also be possible, given
appropriate information used on a computer hardware with similar processing
power, to position the entire sheet at the specified position on multiple different
computers in order to achieve same height for display.
