ELEPHANT BUSH

Scientific Name : Portulacaria Afra

This sweet little succulent plant is actually a Jade look-
a-like and often called a mini-jade! 1t has bright reddish
brown branches with green, round leaves that dot the stems
in alternating pairs. This plant grows in a sprawing or cas-
cading habit. If left unpruned, it makes a striking hanging
basket that reaches in all directions. 1t can also grow several
feet high so with a little snipping on the sides, it will form
a large bush shape. If you want to try your hand at bonsai,
this makes a great succulent plant to work on.
