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Cuando el historiador del arte Edward Sullivan revisé el proceso artistico de
Soledad Salamé, evocd las exploraciones de la naturaleza de Alexander Von
Humboldt, asombrando a la artista hasta el punto en que ella examind per-
sonalmente la Ultima exposicion de Humboldt en el Museo Smithsoniano de
Arte Americano en Washington D. C., para poder comprender esta revela-
dora referencia historica.

Para Salamé, este evento inspird el titulo de su exhibicion, dandose cuenta
gue ademas de sus famosas exploraciones y prolifico conocimiento cienti—
fico, a Humboldt le importaba profundamente la condicidn humana, incluso
llegando a estar de lado de los abolicionistas, denunciando la esclavitud vy el
abuso humano donde lo encontrara.

Separados por doscientos anos, la bUsqueda de la artista y la del explorador
de la emancipacion de la hambruna, la pobreza, el abuso politico, el desas-
tre ecoldgico, las plagas y las pandemias, definitivamente se superponen. De
acuerdo con el critico de arte Clayton Kirking, la obra de Salamé “...ha busca-
do senalar asuntos de extrema tension, ilustrandolos de tal manera que enfa-
tiza su naturaleza vital y lleva al espectador a un entendimiento mas profundo
de sus causas Yy efectos”.
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Su trabajo no solo se basa en proyectos extensivos involucrando la naturaleza,
sino que también refleja una preocupacion por la justicia ecoldgica, exponien—
do la degradacion ambiental producto de las acciones humanas o el efecto del
cambio climéatico: dos fuerzas mayores afectando los derechos humanos de los
ciudadanos transitorios que buscan una mejor vida en el planeta.

Han pasado doscientos anos desde que Humboldt identificod la compleja dualidad
de naturaleza y libertad. Hoy, mientras somos testigos de sus circunstancias,
nos damos cuenta del poco avance de nuestra parte en prevenir futuros de-
sastres. Solo cien anos separan nuestra pandemia de la de influenza espanola.
En la amplia visidn que involucra el trabajo de Salamé, todo se une cuando una
perspectiva histdrica y una mente sensible e inventiva estan abiertas y dispues—
tas a manejar multiples medios artisticos para expresarlo a través de un arte
relevante.
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Reflexionando sobre la obra de la artista, Edward Sullivan concluye: “No obstante,
Salamé forma el vinculo mas reciente en una larga y poderosa cadena de artistas
y escritores para los cuales la naturaleza y su supremacia sobre la humanidad
—con su inestable delicadez—, es por excelencia el sujeto para la reflexion y
meditacion, pero también un implemento en un ‘llamado a la conciencia’, una
advertencia para ser tomada en cuenta por todos: la naturaleza puede proteger,
pero también puede destruir —y ser destruida—".
