This is a commercial product whose exact ratio of components may vary slightly. Minor quantities of other non-
hazardous ingredients are also possible. 
The SWA TWA exposure value is the average airborne concentration of a particular substance when calculated over a normal 8 hour working day 
for a 5 day working week.

Section 4 - First Aid Measures 
General Information:

Section 5 - Fire Fighting Measures 
Fire and Explosion Hazards: The major hazard in fires is usually inhalation of heated and toxic or oxygen 
deficient (or both), fire gases. There is a moderate risk of an explosion from this product if commercial quantities are 
involved in a fire. Firefighters should take care and appropriate precautions. Any explosion will likely spread the fire to 
surrounding materials. Water spray may be used to cool drums involved in a fire, reducing the chances of an 
explosion. Violent steam generation or eruption may occur upon application of direct water stream on hot liquids.

Section 6 - Accidental Release Measures 
Accidental release: In the event of a major spill, prevent spillage from entering drains or water courses. Evacuate 
the spill area and deny entry to unnecessary and unprotected personnel. As a minimum, wear overalls, goggles and 
gloves. Suitable materials for protective clothing include no specific manufacturer recommendations. Use 
impermeable gloves with care. Eye/face protective equipment should comprise, as a minimum, protective glasses 
and, preferably, goggles. If there is a significant chance that vapours or mists are likely to build up in the clean-up 
area, we recommend that you use a respirator. Usually, no respirator is necessary when using this product. However, 
if you have any doubts consult the Australian Standard mentioned below (section 8).  
Stop leak if safe to do so, and contain spill. Absorb onto sand, vermiculite or other suitable absorbent material. If spill 
is too large or if absorbent material is not available, try to create a dike to stop material spreading or going into drains 
or waterways.

Section 7 - Handling and Storage 
Handling: Keep exposure to this product to a minimum, and minimise the quantities kept in work areas. Check

Section 10 - Stability and Reactivity 
Reactivity: This product is unlikely to react or decompose under normal storage conditions. However, if you have 
any doubts, contact the supplier for advice on shelf life properties.
