
 

Winemaking Notes 
The grapes were hand-picked and 
transferred to Pierro for hand sorting 
to remove a small portion of powdering 
mildew damaged fruit, while the 
remaining fruit quality was good. The 
fruit was whole bunch pressed to tank, 
racked to another tank and inoculated 
with yeast. The fermenting  juice was 
transferred to barrel and amphora for 
fermentation and maturation. 
 
Viticulture Notes 
Vintage 2022 was a good year, with 
no real bird damage due to presence 
of Marri Wood blossom. Heavy 
winter rains meant that it was a late 
vintage, however there were no further 
significant rain events, so the grapes 
were in optimum condition at harvest.
