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1) It is very important to position your cabinet knobs in the
same position on all doors.

2) To facilitate this, we have provided a drilling template. This
template will help you drill the mounting hole for the cabinet 
knob in the same position on all doors.

3) First, find the best location for the knob on the ddor. This is 
commonly in the location shown on the drawing to the right
(for upper doors).

4) Mark the location of the center of the knob on the door 
with a pencil. This will be the mounting hole location.
