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The official Austrian history for 1813 (Glaise von Horstenau, Feldzug von Dresden, 1913) gives a very
detailed account of Allied movements from 21-24 August. Trawling through the text (approx. pages
80-117) yields the following general results—note that this does not track every division or deviation
as much as one might wish, but it gives a good sense of the principal routes of advance the Allies
employed to march out of Bohemia into Saxony.
