Protect your buildin materials from wet weather by
covering them when necessary.
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1. The Gardener's Hutch can be used inside or outside. If used as an outside
locker, then raising it off the ground by using 1" (25.4mm) patio stones
would be recommended. This allows the underside of the floor joist to
remain dry thus preventing the onset of dry rot. This is even true of it being
setup on a concrete surface.

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2. Take the left sidewall panel and position it on the floor so that the bottom
2x2 wall plate is flush with the outside, front and rear of the decking edges
(see Figure 2). Secure the floor with two 3" screws as shown..

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3. Next. place the two back wall panels on the ground, and attach the
2x2 frame together with 3" screws as shown below.

4. Now, lift the assembled rear wall onto the floor as shown in Figure 4.
Ensure that the side panel 2x2 is flush with the rear face of the rear panel.
Also, the 2x2 floor plate should sit flush to the rear of the floor.

Use 3 - 3" screws to fasten back walls to the floor.
(Figure 5).

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5. Place the right sidewall into its proper position, flush with the rear and
front decking. Like the left wall, use 2 - 3" screws to mount it to the floor
and 3 - 3" screws to fasten it to the adjacent rear wall at the 2x2 butt joint
(see Figure 6).

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6. Place the shelf wall so that it butts up against the left side of the 2x2 rear
wall joint. Be sure that the notch at the bottom fits over the 2x2 bottom
plate. Secure with 2" screws. Do not fasten the bottom of the shelf wall
just yet. This will allow you to adjust it once the shelves are in place

(Figure 7).

Place the shelves at the desired height. Be sure to install the bottom shelf first,
as shown in Figure 8.

Using a 3" screw mount the corner of the shelf to the sidewall panel at point A. Affix
the 3" screw from the outside of the frame member and the frame of the shelf.

Place 12" carpenter's level on position C to make sure the shelf is level. Using 2" screw
affix shelf to shelf wall at position B. Then place the 12" carpenter's level on position E,
to make sure the shelf is level. Then using a 2" screw affix it to the shelf wall at position
C. Using another 2" screw further affix at position D.

Take shelf supports and use the 1/8" drill bit to pre-drill holes for 3" screws which will be
used to affix to the shelf and the side wall. Fig C.

Mount shelf support to bottom of shelf and to the back frame of the side wall.

Repeat the above sfeps to mount the top shelf.

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13. Now using 2 - 3" screws affix the bottom of the shelf wall to the floor.

14. Place the roof trim between the wall side panels and nail into place
using 3 - 1 %" finishing nail on each end of the wall framing.

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15. Drop the roof unit into place. adjust its position by making sure the roof
frame sits flush on top of the 2x2 framework of the walls. From the inside
of the structure, secure the roof with 2" screws up through the wall 2x2
and into the roof frame (see Figure 9).

16. Fasten the two door trim boards to the front corners of the Hutch. They
will fit flush against the outside of the siding and line up with the base and
roof trim outside edges. Use 6 - 1 3/4" nails to fasten each trim pieces.
Repeat the procedure with the side floor trim pieces, as shown in Figure
10. Use 2 - 1 3/4" nails per side floor trim.

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17. Repeat this procedure with the rear trim boards. (Figure 11).
