Supply List for Walking Foot Quilting

Book: Walk by Jacquie Gering

Sewing machine

Extension tray/table for your machine (or an acrylic Sew Steady table)
Walking foot - Required

1 % yds of muslin or a solid-colored cotton fabric

8 squares of batting, 10” x 10 “

Any medium to dark colored thread (that contrasts your fabric)

Plain paper and pen/pencil for taking notes

Marking pen/pencil

12 — 14” rotary ruler

Small ruler (6”) or hem gauge

1” blue painters tape

Small sandwich/lunch plate. This will be used to draw a curved line, NOT to
eat lunch!

Recommended — pillow(s), to sit on. The classroom chairs are low and you'll
need pillows to sit on in order to ‘lift’ you up.

Basic sewing supplies (scissors, needles, pins, etc)

Pre-Class Instructions:

Cut your fabric into (16) 10” x 10” squares
