
Cutting and adding frames (note: if your blocks are not 14-1/2” 
make your frames a little larger. After adding, trim each block to 18
-1/2”) 
 
From each of 4 fabrics cut (6) 2-1/2” x wof strips. Subcut into (6) 2-
1/2” by 14-1/2” and (6) 2-1/2” x 18-1/2” of each fabric. 
 
Add a shorter frame to the right and left sides of each block. Press 
toward the frame. Add a longer one to the tops and bottoms. Press 
to the frames. 
 
Sashing  
From the blue, cut (2) 16-1/2” x wof. Subcut into (31) 1-1/2” x 16-
1/2” strips. 
Cut the light fabric into (3) 1-1/2” x wof. Subcut into (62) 1-1/2” 
squares. Add to each end of the sashing pieces. 
From the pink cut (1) 1-1/2” x wof strip. Subcut into (20) 1-1/2” 
squares. (The remaining of the pink is for binding.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Frames: 4 backgrounds. Each bg makes 3 blocks. From each back ground: (6) 2-
1/2” x 14-1/2” and (6) 2-1/2” x 18-1/2”.  = 15” 

= 1/2 yard each of 4. = 2 yard total.  $24. at $12 average. Cut larger if you want 
to trim to 18-1/2”. 

31 sashing pieces. Each cut 1-1/2” x 16-1/2”.   
Cut (2) 16-1/2”. Subcut into (31) 1-1/2”.  = 1 yard $13.50 

Light corners:  (62) 1-1/2” sq.  3 strips x 1-1/2” = 4-1/2” = 6” $2.25 

Pink print corner stones:  (20) 1-1/2” sq. = 1-1/2” strip from binding fabric.

Assembly 
· Use 3 blocks and 4 sashing 

pieces to make each row. 
· Use 3 sashing pieces and 4 

pink squares to make 5 sash-
ing rows. 

· Sew the rows together. 
Press toward the sashing. 

 
Binding 
Cut strips either 2-1/4” or 2-
1/2”, either straight or bias. 
 
Backing 
Cut into 2 pieces. Remove sel-
vedges and seam together for 
vertical seam.
