! nly a select few find the drive within to not only
: master a sport, but also rise to international
renown. Leigh Armstrong began curling in the 1980s
and became known in curling circles as the one to

watch.

Getting her feet wet in novice-level bonspiels at
Milton Curling Club, quickly led to a touring
career—first locally and later globally.

Representing W.1. Dick Middle School, Leigh was
the first female skip to win the Elementary School

Provincial Championship in 1996. That was a huge
stepping stone into her bantam and junior career, winning a total of 7 provincial
championships, three of them representing Ontario at the Canadian Junior
Championships. Notably she won a provincial championship at every position -
lead, second, vice and skip before the age of 18.

Shortly after Leigh’s junior career, she became a Canadian Mixed Champion in
2006, winning gold for Ontario with Team John Epping in Whitehorse.

Not surprisingly Sherry Middaugh came calling in 2010—the start of a new
Olympic cycle—scooping up Leigh as the team’s new lead curler. With their sights
set on Sochi 2014, Leigh and Team Middaugh reached the gold medal game at the
Canadian Olympic qualifier, which was known as The Roar of the Rings, losing out
to eventual Olympic champion Jennifer Jones.

With an eye to the grassroots, Leigh became Chair of The Dominion Curling Club
Championships and grew the event into the largest participated curling event in
the world. The Dominion Championships have also raised thousands to support
various spinal cord injury chapters across Canada.

railblazer, role model and barrier-breaker.

Mildred Evans was born in Milton in
1924. She attended Bruce Street Public School
and Milton High School, where she was

always an outstanding athlete, taking part in

various sports along the way.

Millie served in WWII as a member of the
Milton Canadian Auxiliary Territorial Service,
and in 1943 she entered the Royal Canadian
Air Force (RCAF) as a member of Class #2
of the School of Photography in Rockcliffe,

Ontario.

She received the rank of Captain and while in
the RCAF starred on the baseball, track and
field, and basketball teams.

In 1946, she joined the Oakwood Ladies
Fastball League and excelled in playing fastball

and became a member of the Toronto Kalyx Fastball Team.

Her true love came at the bowling alley, and in 1999 Millie was named the
top female five-pin “Bowler of the Century” by the Ontario Master’s Bowling
Association (MBA).

Opver three decades on the circuit Millie racked up the accolades. She held an
incredible 250-point average and enjoyed the rare feat of a perfect game in 1970
with the Olympia Mixed Major League.

Millie was at her best when it counted the most, winning 13 Masters Tournament
titles — a record that still stands until today.

Millie was inducted into the 5-Pin Bowlers' Hall of Fame in 1986 and was a
titleholder of nine Ontario Bowling Championships between 1955-1972.

In 2019, Millie was recognized by the Canadian Federation of University Women
(CFUW) as one of Milton’s top 100 leading women trailblazers.

P 1 ilton has been and is the origin for

Hailing from St. Lambert, Quebec, where he

got his start bowling with his grandfather at age

9, David Anderson moved to Milton in the year
2000. One of the deciding factors for his move was
the fact that he felt the Milton Lawn Bowling Club
was not only progressive, but also open to his drive

to promote lawn bowling as a true sport.

Arriving in town with a resume that already
included his first provincial title at age 16
and multiple trips to the Canadian National

Championships, the Milton Club quickly embraced its new star with a sense
of gratitude and pride. Over the last 20 years, that appreciation for David’s
accomplishments has only grown.

In his quest to not only nurture the game, but also to elevate it, David has
conquered all of the various lawn bowling disciplines, winning several provincial

and national medals in each.

For over a decade David played for the Canadian national team, putting him into
action with the world’s best players at the sport’s highest levels.

While David was recently recognized by the Ontario Lawn Bowls Association Hall
of Fame in 2019, he continues to compete provincially and nationally.

t is difficult to quantify passion and heart

in sports, but if one were to measure the
output of Dan Loiselle’s love for Canadian
horse racing, it would surely be off the
charts. Proof positive of Dan’s love affair
with serving as Canada’s premier announcer
in the sport lies in the fact that he called
more than 55,000 thoroughbred races, 28
editions of the Queen’s Plate, and was the
voice of record for the first million-dollar
race in 1988.

It first began to get serious for Dan when he started working for The Ontario
Jockey Club in 1967. But he didn’t initially enter the scene with a sense of
entitlement or expecting to come to great heights. It was more a sense of destiny.

Even though his parents and grandparents worked at the track and he essentially
grew up trackside, he was his own worst critic when he initially took over the play-
by-play reins from the legendary Woodbine announcer Daryl Wells, Sr.

Under the weight of his own self-imposed expectations to not only get it right, but
also to develop his own personal style, Dan found his footing on the strength of an
incredible memory for detail, which he used to weave a new and enticing narrative

for every race, and for each special moment.

Much like a muscle car, Dan used his unique vocal timbre to change gears, even
within the body of a race, transporting his listeners to the very edge of their seats,
with wit, enthusiasm and even a drop of humour.

Dan recently retired from The Ontario Jockey Club and Woodbine Entertainment
after an incredible 48 years in the industry.
