INSTALLATION

Compressors should be installed 12 inches or more above the water level to ensure that water cannot flow from the airline/
diffuser back to the pump. Compressors may be used without protection although for longer life it is suggested that it be
placed indoors or under a protective ventilated cover. Keep pump as dry as possible. If left outdoors place it on a hard
surface that will stay dry during heavy rains.

MAINTENANCE & TROUBLESHOOTING

There are no parts that need lubrication. The integrated air filter requires periodic cleaning. To clean the filter media, remove
the air filter cover. Extract the filter media from the compressor and rinse thoroughly with cold water. Before replacing, wait
for the air filter to dry. Replace media into the empty filter cavity, replace the air filter cover and refasten. When the airflow
decreases, it is time to replace the diaphragms. There are two diaphragms, one at either end of the compressor.

1. Disconnect the compressor from the AC receptacle.

2. Remove the cover lid.

3. Unscrew the diaphragm assembly from either end of the compressor.
4. Remove the diaphragm assembly.

5. Replace the diaphragm assembly and refasten.

6. Replace the cover lid.
