Hunting from a blind

Build your blind in advance of the season: circular,
five or six feet in diameter, high enough to cover all but
your head, and against a background of trees or bushes
to hide your silhouette.

Fill a framework of limbs with leafed branches and
weeds, using only native materials gathered from the
immediate vicinity. Clear the ground inside of leaves
and twigs so you can change positions silently. Sit on a
low stool, your bow resting (with arrow on the string)
on two forked sticks stuck in the ground. Keep a
constant vigil.

Blind hunting is most productive during early morn-
ing and late afternoon, when deer are moving between
feeding and resting areas. When game approaches, let
it walk past you before making
a shot. The animal is
not likely to see you
rise to shoot.

Stalking your game

Nothing quite equals the thrill of stalking a deer. Move
slowly. Take only a few steps at a time. Look carefully
in all directions. Seek a small spot of color which doesn’t
fit in the natural background, or the motion of a flicking
ear or tail.

To insure an accurate shot, get within 30 or 40 yards.
Advance only when the quarry is feeding or moving.
Take advantage of any cover. If the breeze is wrong for
you to move up, or the terrain too open, mark the
general line of the animal’s movements. Quietly circle
around to some distance ahead of him. With a bit of
luck, the quarry may pass within range.

Rainy days are good for stalking. Footing is quiet,
game less alert. If you stay in camp during bad weather,
you are missing a good bet.

Bowhunting is usually done one of two ways:
stalking or hunting from a blind.

Where to aim your shot

Concentrate on one tiny spot on
the animal when aiming.

Any shot through the ribs close
to the shoulder will hit heart or
lungs. Hits from the rear—which
go in behind the ribs and forward

d) through the diaphragm and into
f the chest cavity—are deadly. Hits

When a deer is hit, note its line of flight. Then,
remain quietly where you are for 30 to 45 minutes. If
not harried, game usually lies down in the first avail-
able cover until death occurs.

Blend with your background

Clothing of neutral colors helps you blend with your
background. Camouflage suits are excellent. Many bow-
hunters also darken their faces with burnt cork or
makeup. Don’t carry a highly varnished bow. Use a
camouflage-painted bow or a camo-cloth bow cover to
disguise its highlights.

Always keep in mind our tradition of clean sports-
manship and respect for game laws. In so doing, you
will help insure the future of bowhunting—America’s
first sport.

Every Bear Bow is numbered and accompanied by a reg-
istration card which must be filled out and mailed by the
purchaser or his Bear Dealer within 10 days after date
of purchase. Should failure occur in a bow so registered
within a period of six months after date of purchase, the
Bear Archery Company will make free repair, or replace-
ment if repair is not feasible, unless the bow shows evi-
dence of mis-use or improper handling. Claimant must
be ‘the original owner and bow serial number must be
intact.

Note: Adhesive tapes ''cure” with age. We cannot

be responsible for bow damage caused by tape.
After six months and up to one year after the purchase
date and provided the bow has not been mis-used or
mishandled, repair or replacement will be made for 25%
of the list purchase price. From one year to 1) years
after purchase date, the charge will be 50% of the pur-
chase price. From 1% to two years, the charge will be
75% of the purchase price. From two years to three years,
the charge will be 90% of the purchase price.

No adjustment will be made until the damaged bow is
returned to the factory for inspection. Replacement will
be made with a bow of the same model and weight, as
near as possible. This guarantee is valid only when pur-
chase has been made through an Authorized Bear
Dealer. Dealers are not authorized to make adjustments,
but they will be glad to handle the shipping and corre-
spondence for you.
