2.  LAY THE WIND DEFLECTOR ON A FLAT SURFACE IN THE ORIENTATION SHOWN ABOVE.
3.  FROM ONE END START SLIDING THE EXTRUSION BAR SO THAT THE T-NUTS FEED INTO THE 
     CHANNEL.
4.  ONCE EVERYTHING IS LINED UP PROPERLY THEY WILL SLIDE RIGHT TOGETHER.
5.  NOW WITH ALL THE T-NUTS FED INTO THE CHANNEL AND THE EXTRUSION BAR AND WIND 5.  NOW WITH ALL THE T-NUTS FED INTO THE CHANNEL AND THE EXTRUSION BAR AND WIND

Remove the stock cross bars
using the supplied factory
tool set

Once in the unlocked position
pop oƷ the covers to expose
the mounting bolts and remove

With the mounting bolts removed
the plastic trim remaining is held in
by plastic push tabs that simply pop 
out

The furthest rear hole on each
side will have to be drilled out 
to 3/8’’ to accept the plusnut

Be careful not to drill too deep,
use a step bit or drill stop. A
magnet can be used to clean up 
any excess shavings 

STOCK ROOF RAIL REMOVAL INSTRUCTIONS

Before installing the plusnuts
apply a small amount of silicon 
around the holes



... and periodically check 
thereafter to ensure the full 
functionality of your rack

Once all the spacers are down
and the roof rack is in place
tighten the mounting bolts 

Before your first drive 
double check all fasteners 
for appropriate tightness ... 
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Place plusnuts in roof Compress the plusnut by using
a 1/2’’ wrench to hold the coupler
and tighthen with a 7/16’’ wrench

Apply more silicone over the 
plusnuts before placing the
spacers down to ensure a 
water tight seal

The taller 3/4’’ spacers 
correspond with the two middle 
mounting points on each side of 
the vehicle

Place the 5/8’’ spacers under
the front and the back mounting 
feet
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
