Here are the steps to secure the furniture to a wall:

Open the Tip-over prevention device that came with the product. 

Measure the height of the furniture on the wall and mark it. 

Measure the distance from the top of the furniture to where you plan to attach the tip-over device.  

Using a stud finder, locate the studs in the wall behind the furniture. Mark their location with a pencil. 

Hold the tip-over device in place on the furniture, aligning it with the marked location on the wall. 
Mark the position of the screw holes on the furniture..    

Use a drill to make pilot holes in the furniture where you marked the screw holes.    

Secure the tip-over device to the furniture.    

Attach the tip-over device to the wall, making sure the screws go into the studs.    

Test the tip-over device to ensure it's properly installed by pushing and pulling on the furniture. If it's secure, 
it should not tip over or shift..
