INSTRUCTIONAL STUFF

Remove the attached screws attached to your  
Towel Rail. 

1.	 Turn the unit upside down. Ensure you place the 
rail on a soft surface so that the tops of the rails 
are not damaged. 

2.	 Using the screws provided, screw the base to the 
uprights.  

3.	 Turn unit up the right way and enjoy using your 
new towel rail. 

All the components to complete either method are 
included in the package.
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LEGAL STUFF:

If installed directly to fixed wiring, a qualified Electrician 
must install this appliance in accordance with local 
wiring regulations and this Instruction Manual. A means 
of disconnection from the supply must be provided. If 
connected to the supply via a three-pin plug to a fixed 
socket, the plug must be accessible for disconnection. 
If the power cord is damaged the complete appliance 
should be returned to the Manufacturer for repair.
