partially while others may need to be removed in order to assemble parts. The screws that 

you remove will be re-used so don’t misplace this hardware.  

Extra screws are included in a small bag with the owners manual.

11  to front legs 12  and 13  

using 4 screws removed 

from Step 1.

NOTE: Before tightening keyhole 

screws, make sure panels are aligned. 

• Loosen 4 screws.

• Attach front legs 12  and 
13  front panel 30  using 

keyholes.

• Tighten 4 screws.

Note: When assembling 

the pellet hopper to the 

grill, the light wires should 

be fed through the back 

side of the auger box to 

ensure there is enough 

wire to connect during 

Step 29b.

ash clean-out plate 23

and set aside for later 

use.

• Slide ash clean-out plate 
23  into bottom of auger 

housing.

Note: The welded rod  

should be on 

the bottom when 

installed.

• Insert the heat baffle 

pin into auger box and 

tighten screw to hold in 

place.
