A	 Crossbar

B	 Lock Nut

C	 Nipple

D	 Ground Screw

E	 Canopy

F	 Canopy Ring

G	 Canopy Loop

Component Parts
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1.	 Carefully unpack fixture (J) from the carton.

2.	 Using two machine screws (not provided), fasten the crossbar (A) to the electric box with the head of the ground 
screw (D) facing down.  
Note: A new electric box comes with screws. When replacing a fixture, retain the existing screws for use with the new 
fixture.

3.	 Thread nipple (C) into crossbar (A) and then thread lock nut (B) and canopy loop (G) onto threaded nipple, 
leaving parts loose. Adjust the length of threaded nipple in crossbar so that canopy ring (F), which comes threaded 
onto canopy loop, will hold canopy (E) against the ceiling with no threads showing for best appearance. When the 
correct adjustment is established, tighten lock nut against crossbar to hold adjustment. 

4.	 Remove the crossbar (A) assembly from electrical box. 

5.	 Attach one end of the chain (H) to the fixture loop (I) using a chain spreader (not provided). Lace the wires through 
every other link of the chain to the end. Slip wires and chain through canopy ring (F) and canopy (E). Fasten the chain 
to the canopy loop (G) using chain spreader.

6.	 Slip wires through the canopy loop (G) and nipple (C). Make sure to provide enough slack in the wire to ensure weight 
of fixture (J) is supported by the chain (H). 

7.	 Using two machine screws (not provided), reattach the crossbar (A) to the electric box.

8.	 Using suitable wire connectors (not provided) connect fixture wires to supply wires (white to ribbed side of the fixture 
cord, black to smooth side). Holding canopy (E) close to ceiling, run a pigtail lead from crossbar ground screw (D) to 
the electric box and connect all ground wires (bare copper or green to bare copper or green). 

 

9.	 Raise canopy (E) to the ceiling and secure loop collar (F) to canopy loop (G).  Be sure wires aren't pinched between 
the canopy and the ceiling.

10.	Retaining ring (N) is shipped installed on socket (K).  Remove retaining ring.

11.	 Slip glass (L) over socket. Slip on washer (M) and secure with retaining ring (N).

12.	 Install bulb (not included) into socket (K) .

13.	Restore electricity at main breaker.
