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FIXTURE PREPARATION
1. Remove the fixture, parts and parts bag(s) from the carton.

      NOTICE:
 Before discarding the carton, double check to

make certain that all parts are found.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Attach the fire plate to the outlet box. (The green screw should face against the wall).

2. Strip 1/2'' of insulation from the ends of the wire. Twist the wire strands
    together.

3. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
   Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about
   1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the
   connections seals the end of the fastener.

      Make sure that there is no exposed wire or strands
       that could cause a dangerous short circuit!

4. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire
    in the outlet box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 3.

6. Restore power to the circuit breaker or fuse box.

5. Attach the fixture to the fire plate and secure it with flathead screws
    (See Figure-02)
