Batten on floor e 1
First, add your batten to the section of flooring you are about to fix :
your first panels to (this will be section A). 2

NOTE: Ensure the flooring sits flat on the van floor. It should be central
between the plastic trims of the slide doors, not overlapping on either
side.

Next, add batten to the individual panels that go with that section

Eg batten section A of the flooring, then move on to Section A
‘panels’.

Finishing Touches

Metallic plates

Door magnets

4 Door magnets and magnet plates are to
be installed with the 0.5” Philips head
screws

Fit the metallic plate to each door using
pre-drilled pilot holes

Fit the white magnet catch to the

matching surface.

— On ALL doors the magnet catch
needs to be screwed into the batten

behind the panel that lines up with the B T B ST

plate on the door.

Magnets finished!

Door hinges

All 8 door hinges are to be installed with
the 0.5” Philips head screws.

Fit hinges to pilot holes on doors and
panels

Tables

The two tables are made up of the
table-top and two support arms.

Slot the support arms into the table.

Attach 4" batten on the inside of the arms
Attach the table to the arm by adding a
screw from the batten into the top.

Place the table on the rails by using the
hook on the arms.

Repeat for the second table.

Tables are finished.

The tables can be placed anywhere on
the rails. Have fun finding the placements
that work best for you!

Rear panel

The rear panel is attached by 2 magnets
and 2 hinges.

Attach 1 magnet plate and hinge to the
panel.
