Chapter 2

Once multiple karate practitioners gathered in Okinawa and
resumed their activities, the movement to organize karate
spread within the prefecture, in the mainland Japan, and
around the world, and karate transitioned into an era of
popularization.

This section describes the development of the styles and
organizations into official formations and the establishment
of Okinawa Dento Karatedo Shinkokai, a unifying
organization for Okinawan karate.
