3 How to Open and Close the Cover

[1] Opening the cover
@ The cover and base are closed with a magnet. While holding one side of the cover, lift the
other side with your fingertip to open the cover (D).

[2] Closing the cover
@ Place the cover over the base while aligning the notch on the cover with the cable slit (@).

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1 Safety Precautions

2 Nomenclature and Specifications

[1]Installing the USB hub in the Charger Stand Base
@ Open the cover and pass the AC cord from outside the cable slit (D). Connect the AC cord
and USB cables to the USB hub and place them in the Charger Stand Base ().

Note: Use a commercially available USB hub. Choose one with a maximum height of 28mm
(recommended product : ANKER PowerPort 6).

@ Pass the USB cables out of the Charger Stand Base through the cable eyelet (3).

@ Place the cover on the base (@),

[2] Charging the lamps
@ Plug the USB connectors into the USB connection terminals on the charger stands provided
with the lamps and place them on the Charger Stand Base (®).

@ Place the lamp main bodies on the charger stand to start charging (®). Up to 4 lamps can
be placed on the Charger Stand Base.

The design and specifications of the Charger Stand Base are
optimized for Ambientec lamps.
