Harness Size Guide

How to Measure

Wrap a soft tape measure around
the widest part of your dog’s neck (for most, this
will be near their shoulders).

Measure the widest part of your
dog's chest (for most, this will be at the middle of
their rib cage).

Ensuring a proper fit: You should be able to
easily slide two fingers between the harness and
your dog’s body - it should be snug, but not tight.
