10. Carefully inspect the chandelier’s fixture wires. The 
Neutral Fixture Wire is ribbed. The Hot Fixture Wire is 
smooth, and the Ground Fixture Wire is in copper. 

11. Attach the Ground Wire from the fixture to the Ground 
Junction Box Wire. It usually has green insulation 
around it or is bare wire. Fasten these together with a 
Wire Connector (A) and wrap the connection with 
electrical tape.
