What's in the box
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Assembly

T Open the seat set as shown.

2 Insert the 2 rear leg parts. Ensure that
they are the correct way round with
the leg fold button on the outside.

3 Insert the front legs. Once clicked
into place ensure they are secure.
NOTE: the front legs do not have
the tray hooks on.




4 |nsert the rear legs.
Note: The rear legs have
tray hooks on.

5 Ensure the highchair is
assembled correctly, with
all parts fully connected
and secure.




Tray adjustment

T Press the buttons on the underside of each side of the tray and slide it onto
the seat frame. Push in until it locks into position.
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2 The tray has 2 positions. When adjusting the tray position you must press
on both buttons on the underside to pull into your desired position.




Backrest adjustment

T The backrest has 3 positions. Press both backrest adjust buttons at the
same time to change the recline position.

1st position

2nd position
3rd position Press Button




Safety harness

T [Insert both waist belts into the central buckle until you hear a click sound.

Warning: You must fasten the safety belt when using this highchair.



Height adjustment

T The highchair has 6 height positions. To adjust the height setting, press
both buttons together and slide the seat unit to the desired height.
Ensure it has fully clicked into place before using.

Folding

1 (a) Pull up on the 2 seat fold buttons at the same time until the seat is fully
folded.
(b) Press the leg fold buttons on either side to fold shut the legs.
(c) Hang the tray on the back of the rear legs.
