Take the replaceable battery from the appliance before any extension,
cleaning and servicing works

ATTENTION! Do not let your hands or feet come in contact with the blades.

Safe operating practices for electrically powered lawnmowers

1) Training
a) Read the instructions carefully. Be familiar with the controls and the correct
use of the machine.
b) Never allow children or people unfamiliar with these instructions to use the
machine. Local regulations can restrict the age of the operator.
c) Never operate the machine while people, especially children, or pets are
nearby.
d) Keep in mind that the operator or user is responsible for accidents or
hazards occurring to other people or their property.

2) Preparation
a) While operating the machine always wear substantial footwear and long
trousers. Do not operate the machine when barefoot or wearing open sandals.
Avoid wearing clothing that is loose fitting or that has hanging cords or ties.
b) Thoroughly inspect the area where the machine is to be used and remove
all objects which can be thrown by the machine.
c) Before using, always visually inspect to see that the blade, blade bolt and
the blade assembly are not worn or damaged. Replace worn or damaged
components in sets to preserve balance. Replace damaged or unreadable
labels.
d) Before use check the supply and extension cord for signs of damage or
aging. If the cord becomes damaged during use, disconnect the cord from the
supply immediately. DO NOT TOUCH THE CORD BEFORE
DISCONNECTING THE SUPPLY. Do not use the machine if the cord is
damaged or worn.

3) Operation
a) Operate the machine only in daylight or in good artificial light.
b) Avoid operating the machine in wet grass.
c) Always be sure of your footing on slopes.
d) Walk, never run.
e) Mow across the face of slopes, never up and down.
f) Exercise extreme caution when changing direction on slopes.
g) Do not mow excessively steep slopes.
h) Use extreme caution when reversing or pulling the machine towards you.
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i) Stop the blade(s) if the machine has to be tilted for transportation when
crossing surfaces other than grass, and when transporting the machine to and
from the area to be used.
j) Never operate the machine with defective guards or shields, or without
safety devices, for example deflectors and/or grass collector, in place.
k) Switch on the motor carefully according to instructions and with feet well
away from the blade(s).
l) Do not tilt the machine when switching on the motor, except if the machine
has to be tilted for starting. In this case, do not tilt it more than absolutely
necessary and lift only the part, which is away from the operator.
m) Do not start the machine when standing in front of the discharge opening.
n) Do not put hands or feet near or under rotating parts. Keep clear of the
discharge
opening at all times.
o) Do not transport the machine while the power source is running.
p) Stop the machine, and remove plug from the socket. Make sure that all
moving parts have come to a complete stop.

• whenever you leave the machine,
• before clearing blockages or unclogging chute,
• before checking, cleaning or working on the machine,
• after striking a foreign object. Inspect the machine for damage and

make repairs before restarting and operating the machine;
• If the machine starts to vibrate abnormally (check immediately)
• inspect for damage,
• replace or repair any damaged parts,
• check for and tighten any loose parts.

4) Maintenance and storage
a) Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the machine is in safe
working condition.
b) Check the grass collector frequently for wear or deterioration.
c) On machines with multi blade, take care as rotating one blade can cause
other blades to rotate.
d) Be careful during adjustment of the machine to prevent entrapment of the
fingers
between moving blades and fixed parts of the machine.
e) Always allow the machine to cool down before storing.
f) When servicing the blades be aware that, even though the power source is
switched off, the blades can still be moved.
g) Replace worn or damaged parts for safety. Use only genuine replacement
parts and accessories.

This lawn mower has been designed for cutting grass. Any other use is not
permitted.
The lawn mower for use in private gardens,that are primarily used for tending
grass or lawn areas, but not in public facilities, parks or sports grounds and not
for agricultural or forestry use, commercial purpose.

CHARGING PROCEDURE

Battery charger (Fig.1)
The lithium-ion battery can be charged at any time and will not develop a
“memory” when charged after only a partial discharge. It is not necessary to
run down the battery pack charge before recharging. Remove the battery pack
from the tool when convenient for you and your job. You can “top-off” your
battery pack’s charge before starting a big job or long period of use.
Due to lithium-ion’s fade-free properties, the only time it is necessary to charge
the lithium-ion battery pack is when the pack has reached the end of its charge.
To signal the end of charge, power to the tool will drop quickly. Charge the
battery pack as needed.

a. Charging the battery
This lithium-ion battery pack is shipped partially charged. Before using it the
first time, fully charge the battery pack. A fully discharged battery pack with a
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temperature between 5℃ and 35℃ will charge in about 70-140MIN(See
section”Specifications”).
11761:
• Plug the charger adapter into power source. The green light on the charger

stand will illuminate, indicating the charger is powered.
• Slide the battery all the way into the charger stand until it locks in place

with a click. The red light on the charger stand will illuminate, indicating
that the battery is charging.

• The red light will go off after charging is complete and a green light will
appear.

NOTE: Batteries may become warm while charging. This is normal. If the
battery is hot after continuous use in the tool, allow it to cool down to
room temperature before charging. This will extend the life of your
batteries.

WARNING: Always disconnect the battery pack from the tool before any
assembly, adjustments or changing accessories.

a. Insertion and removal of rechargeable battery (Fig. 2)
Depress the battery-release button located on the front of the battery pack to
release battery pack.
Pull the battery pack out and remove it from the tool.

Warning!
Always remove the battery pack before making adjustments to the equipment.
Be sure to read the following information before you put the cordless
equipment into operation: • Charge the battery pack with the charger. An empty
battery pack requires a charging period of approximately 0.5 to 1 hour.
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Unpacking
-Open the packaging and remove the device care-fully.
-Remove the packaging material as well as the packaging and transport
bracing (if available).
-Check that the delivery is complete.
-Check the device and accessory parts for trans-port damage.

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machine is primarily used to maintain small-scale, residential lawns and home/
hobby gardens. Public facilities, sporting halls, and agricultural/forestry
applications are excluded.

Due to the high risk of bodily injury to the user, the lawn mower
may not be used to trim bushes,hedges or shrubs, to cut scaling vegetation,
planted roofs, or balcony-grown grass, to clean (suck up) dirt and debris off
walkways. Or to chop up tree or hedge clippings. Moreover, the lawn mower
may not be used as a power cultivator to level out high areas such as
molehills.
• For safety reasons, the lawn mower may not be used as a drive unit for other
work tools or toolkits of any kind.

LAWN MOWER ASSEMBLY

Handlebar(Fig.3,Fig.4)
Attach the lower handlebar (5) on the lawn mower and fix it with the quick fix
knops (4) in both sides. Do not overtighten the knops!
Attach the upper handlebar (3) on the lower handlebar. Fasten with the
quick fix knops (4) in both sides.
Customize the cable and secure with cable clamp

Click the frame to the grass collector.

Attach the grass collector behind the lawn mower under the rear deflector
guard.

Important: Remember to remove the mulching plug, when using the grass
collector.

Operation
Safety key (Fig.8)
The motor unit has a safety key, which is placed under the battery cover. If the
safety key is removed, the power is disconnected, and it cannot start.
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It is always recommended to remove the safety key:
l When the lawn mower is left unattended (to prevent uninteded start, e.g.

by minors)
l Before clearning and maintenance
l Before remove grass blockings

Remove the safety key, by pulling it out. Insert the safety key
to start the motor. Place the key in the correct way!

Cutting height adjustment:(Fig.9)
The mower has 5 different heights. The cutting height ranges from 25 mm
to 75mm
Warning! Do not change the cutting height until the motor has stopped and
the battery has been removed. Before starting to mow, check that the cutting
tools are not blunt and the fastening elements are not damaged. Replace blunt
and/or damaged cutting tools so no imbalance is created.
Before checking this, turn the motor off and remove the safety plug. Push the
cutting height adjustment lever outwards. Select the required cutting height by
moving the lever right or left, then let the lever click into one of the slots.
Ensure the lever clicks into position.

Start
Never start the mower directly on long grass.
Open the batttery cover (9) on the motor unit, slide in the battery and click it in
place.
Make sure the safety key is inserted.
Hold the start button (1) down and activate the handlebar for engine brake (2)
to start the motor. Release startbutton once started.
Note: As long as operating the mower, the handlebar for engine brake must
be engaged.
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Stop:
Release the engine brake to turn off the mower and the engine

Note: The blades will still rotate at up to 3 seconds after stopping.

Remove the battery
To remove the battery, press and hold the latch button under the battery and
pull it out.

Working time
The working time per full charge depends of several factors, like length of
grass, cutting height and cutting methods (mulching or collection).

Variable motor-speed
The motor adjusts the blade-rotations to match the load (length and thickness
of the grass). You will therefore hear that the motor-speed will go up/down
while cutting the grass. This is perfectly normal and ensures a more
energy-effective use of the power from the battery.

Emptying the catch basket(Fig.10)
The grass catcher box has a level indicator. This is opened by the air flow
generated by the mower during operation. If the flap (A) closes during mowing,
The grass catcher box is full and should be emptied. The holes under the flap
must always be clean and passable for the level indicator to function properly.
As soon as grass residues are left lying behind on the ground during mowing,
the catch basket must be emptied.

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Working without a grass box
When you remove the grass box, the discharge flaps flicks down. When
working without a grass box, the cut grass is ejected backwards.
Lawn care advice
Some advice so your lawn grows healthily and evenly:
- A lawn consists of different types of grass. If you cut frequently, grass that has
strong roots afirm grass cover will mainly grow. If you mow infrequently, tall
grass and other weeds will grow (e.g. clover,daisies).
-The normal height of a lawn is around 4 - 5 cm. You should only cut a third of
the overall height, i.e. 7 - 8cm to the normal height.
- We recommend not cutting the lawn shorter than 4 cm because the grass
cover can be damaged whenit’s dry.
- If the grass grows to an excessive height (e.g. after a holiday), cut it down to
the normal height in phases.
- Always let the cutting lanes overlap a little.

Blade

Inspection of the blade
Tilt the mower with the front upwards.
Inspect blade for damage, cracks or excessive rust or corrosion.
Check that the blade bolt is tightened.

Note: A dull blade can be sharpened! But a blade that is worn, bent, cracked
or otherwise damaged must be replaced.

Removing the blade: Fig.10
If you remove the blade to sharpen or replace it, you must use a torque wrench
and some heavy gloves to protect your hands.
1.Loosen the blade bolt with the included tool. Use a piece of wood to prevent
the blade from turning around.
2.Remove the bolt, washer, blade and blade holder in that order
3.Sharpen or replace the blade.
4.Insert the blade holder, blade, washer and bolt in that order.
5.Tighten the blade bolt with 25 Nm with the included tool. Use a piece of wood
to prevent the blade from turning around.

Warning: A blade must be sharpened so it is in100 % balance, otherwise it
may cause vibrations that could damage the engine. Damage to engine due to
faulty sharpening is not covered by warranty. We therefore recommend letting
a service center sharpen the blade.

MAINTENANCE AND CARE
WARNING!

Remove the battery from the machine before any maintenance and repair work
on the lawn mower. The cutting tools are sharp! Wear safety gloves.
Lawn mower

WARNING!
Regularly check the machine before starting work. Damaged parts must be
repaired or replaced by an authorized service centre before you start work with
the machine. Only ever use original accessories and spare parts. If possible,
always clean the machine straight after mowing.
- Remove the battery.
- Remove the grass box.
- After every mowing, clean the lawn mower with a hand brush.
- Carefully remove grass residue from the cutting area. Loosen stuck grass
residue with a wooden stick.
- Keep the ventilation slots clean and free from dust.
- Never use water to clean or spray the machine. Clean the motor casing with a
damp cloth and never use detergents or solvents!
This may damage the machine‘s plastic parts. Carefully dry the motor casing
afterwards.
• Check the condition of the blades.
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Grass catcher box
• You can use a hose to thoroughly clean the grass box.

Removing/sharpening the cutting blade
If the blades‘ cutting performance decreases, you can remove the blades and
have them sharpened by a certified specialist. During assembly, thoroughly
clean the area of contact of the flange and the blades.
Tighten the clamp screw firmly.

Spare parts must comply with requirements specified by the manufacturer.
Therefore, only use original spare parts or spare parts approved by the
manufacturer.

Repairs
Check the machine for damage. Have repairs carried out exclusively by a
service centre authorised by the manufacturer.

STORAGE
Note
• Remove the security key before storing
• Store the device in a dry and frost-free (10-25 °C) place.
• Store the battery and the device separately from each other.
• Charge the battery before storing it for the winter.
• Keep the device, and its plastic components in particular, away from brake
fluid, petrol, products containing oil, penetrating oil etc. They contain chemical
substances that may damage or destroy the plastic parts of the device.
• Fertilisers and other garden chemicals contain substances which can have a
heavily corrosive effect on metal parts. Do not store the device close to these
substances.
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Transport
• When changing working areas, remove the battery from the lawn mower.
• The upper handle can be folded by loosening the two knob nuts. You can
transport the lawn mower using the carrying handle.

Disposal and recycling
The equipment is supplied in packaging to prevent it from being damaged in
transit. The raw materials in this packaging can be reused or recycled. The
equipment and its accessories are made of various types of material, such as
metal and plastic. Defective components must be disposed of as special waste.
Ask your dealer or your local council.

Disposal
Electronic devices are recyclable waste and must not be disposed of in
the household waste. At the end of its service life, dispose of the
product according to the relevant statutory regulations.
Remove any rechargeable battery, if necessary, and dispose of it
separately from the product.
