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GENERAL SAFETY WARNINGS FOR THE TOOL

WARNING Read all safety warnings, instruction, illustrations and
specifications provided with this power tool. Failure to follow all
instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious
injury.

SAVE ALL WARNINGS AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR FUTURE REFERENCE.
The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded)
power tool or battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

1) Work area safety
a) Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite

accidents.
b) Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the

presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create
sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

c) Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool.
Distractions can cause you to lose control.

2) Electrical safety
a) Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any

way. Do not use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power
tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric
shock.

b) Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes,
radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of
electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

c) Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a
power tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

d) Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or
unplugging the power tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp
edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase the risk
of electric shock.

e) When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord
suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use
reduces the risk of electric shock.

f) If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a
residual current device (RCD) protected supply. Use of an RCD
reduces the risk of electric shock.

3) Personal safety
a) Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when

operating a power tool. Do not use a power tool while you are tired
or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment of
inattention while operating power tools may result in serious personal
injury.
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b) Use personal protective equipment. Always wear eye protection.
Protective equipment such as dust mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat
or hearing protection used for appropriate conditions will reduce personal
injuries.

c) Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the switch is in the off-
position before connecting to power source and/or battery pack,
picking up or carrying the tool. Carrying power tools with your finger on
the switch or energising power tools that have the switch on invites
accidents.

d) Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning the power tool
on. A wrench or a key left attached to a rotating part of the power tool may
result in personal injury.

e) Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This
enables better control of the power tool in unexpected situations.

f) Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your
hair and clothing away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or
long hair can be caught in moving parts.

g) If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and
collection facilities, ensure these are connected and properly used.
Use of dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

h) Do not let familiarity gained from frequent use of tools allow you to
become complacent and ignore tool safety principles. A careless
action can cause severe injury within a fraction of a second.

4) Power tool use and care
a) Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your

application. The correct power tool will do the job better and safer at the
rate for which it was designed.

b) Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off.
Any power tool that cannot be controlled with the switch is dangerous
and must be repaired.

c) Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or remove the
battery pack, if detachable, from the power tool before making any
adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool
accidentally.

d) Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow
persons unfamiliar with the power tool or these instructions to
operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

e) Maintain power tools and accessories. Check for misalignment or
binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any other condition
that may affect the power tool’s operation. If damaged, have the
power tool repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly
maintained power tools.

f) Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools
with sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind and are easier to control.
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g) Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc. in accordance
with these instructions, taking into account the working conditions
and the work to be performed. Use of the power tool for operations
different from those intended could result in a hazardous situation.

h) Keep handles and grasping surfaces dry, clean and free from oil and
grease. Slippery handles and grasping surfaces do not allow for safe
handling and control of the tool in unexpected situations.

5) Battery tool use and care
a) Recharge only with the charger specified by the manufacturer. A

charger that is suitable for one type of battery pack may create a risk of
fire when used with another battery pack.

b) Use power tools only with specifically designated battery packs.
Use of any other battery packs may create a risk of injury and fire.

c) When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal
objects like paper clips, coins, keys, nails, screws, or other small
metal objects, that can make a connection from one terminal to
another. Shorting the battery terminals together may cause burns or a
fire.

d) Under abusive conditions, liquid may be ejected from the battery;
avoid contact. If contact accidentally occurs, flush with water. If
liquid contacts eyes, additionally seek medical help. Liquid ejected
from the battery may cause irritation or burns.

e) Do not use a battery pack or tool that is damaged or modified.
Damaged or modified batteries may exhibit unpredictable behaviour
resulting in fire, explosion or risk of injury.

f) Do not expose a battery pack or tool to fire or excessive temperature.
Exposure to fire or temperature above 130 °C may cause explosion.

g) Follow all charging instructions and do not charge the battery pack
or tool outside the temperature range specified in the instructions.
Charging improperly or at temperatures outside the specified range may
damage the battery and increase the risk of fire.

6) Service
a) Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using

only identical replacement parts. This will ensure that the safety of
the power tool is maintained.

b) Never service damaged battery packs. Service of battery packs
should only be performed by the manufacturer or authorized service
providers.

SPECIAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

This tool is not suitable for wet sanding. Never use the water during working! And
never use the sanding sheet suitable wet sanding.
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Never use the same sanding sheet for wood and metal. Please make sure the
sanding sheet can be used in working price.

Wear dust mask when using the machine. Exposure to the dust can cause
hearing loss.

Do not touch the moving sanding sheet.

Do not continue to use worn, torn or heavily clogged sanding sheets.

Do not work materials containing asbestos. Asbestos is considered carcinogenic.

Secure the work piece (a work piece clamped with clamping devices or in a vice
is held more securely than by hand).

EXTRA SAFETY REGULATIONS CONCERNING
BATTERY
To ensure the longest battery life and best battery performance, always charge
the battery when the temperature is between 18-24°C. Do not charge the battery
pack when the temperature is below 0°C, or above 40°C. This is important.
Failure to observe this safety rule could cause serious damage to the battery
pack.
Do not incinerate the battery pack even if it is seriously damaged or can no
longer hold a charge. The battery pack can explode in a fire.
A small leakage of liquid from the battery pack may occur under extreme usage
or temperature. This does not necessarily indicate a failure of the battery pack.
However, if the outer seal is broken and this leakage comes into contact with
your skin:

ü Wash the affected area quickly with soap and water.
ü Neutralise the liquid with a mild acid such as lemon juice or vinegar.
If the leakage gets in your eyes:
ü Flush your eyes with clean water for a minimum of 10 minutes and

seek immediate medical attention. Inform the medical staff that the
liquid is a 25-35% solution of potassium hydroxide.

Never attempt to open the battery pack for any reason. If the plastic housing of
the battery pack breaks open or cracks, immediately discontinue its use and do
not recharge it.
Do not store or carry a spare battery pack in a pocket or toolbox or any other
place where it may come into contact with metal objects. The battery pack may
be short circuited causing damage to the battery pack, burns or a fire. If storing
or disposing the battery pack, cover the terminals with a heavy insulation tape to
ensure short circuit cannot occur. Batteries, when stored for a long period of time,
will discharge.
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Do not store or use the tool and battery pack in locations where the temperature
may reach or exceed 40°C such as alongside sheds or metal structures in the
summer.
Allow the battery pack to cool down after charging. Do not place it in a hot
environment such as a metal shed or open trailer left in the sun.
Only charge the battery with the charger supplied.
Do not put the battery pack near fire or high temperature position.
Do not splash or immerse in water or other liquids. This may cause premature
cell failure.
When transporting individual batteries, make sure that the battery terminals are
protected and well insulated from materials that could contact them and cause a
short circuit.
The best storage place is one that is cool and dry away from direct sunlight and
excess heat or cold.
If the battery pack has been stored for a long time, you should activate the
battery pack first before using it.
The battery is to be disposed of safely.

EXTRA SAFETY REGULATIONS CONCERNING
BATTERY CHARGER
This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and
persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of
experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards
involved.

This charger should be used only to charge battery pack BA-1820B
If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its
service agent or similarly qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.
Before using the charger, read all the instructions and cautionary markings on
the charger and battery pack as well as the instructions on the battery pack.
Only charge your battery pack indoors as the charger is designed for indoor use
only.
DANGER: If the battery pack is cracked or damaged in any other way, do not
insert it in the charging base. There is a danger of electric shock or electrocution.

WARNING: Do not allow any liquid to come into contact with the charger.
There is a danger of electric shock.
The charger is not intended for any use other than charging the exact type of
rechargeable battery pack as supplied with the charger. Any other use may result
in the risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.
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The charger and battery pack supplied with it are specifically designed to work
together. Do not attempt to charge the battery pack with any other charger than
the one supplied.
Do not place any object on top of the charger as it could cause overheating. Do
not place the charger near any heat source.
Pull on the charger to disconnect it from the power source. Do not pull on the
lead.
Make sure that the charger lead is positioned where it will not be stepped on,
tripped over or otherwise subjected to damage or stress.
Do not use an extension cord unless it is absolutely necessary. The use of an
improper extension cord could cause the risk of fire, electric shock or
electrocution.
Do not use the charger if it has been subjected to a heavy knock, dropped or
otherwise damaged in any way. Take the charger to an authorized service centre
for a check or repair.

An estimation of the level of exposure to vibration should also take into account
the times when the tool is switched off or when it is running but not actually doing
the job.

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Before using the equipment

Battery charger (Fig.1)
The lithium-ion battery can be charged at any time and will not develop a
“memory” when charged after only a partial discharge. It is not necessary to run
down the battery pack charge before recharging. Remove the battery pack from
the tool when convenient for you and your job. You can “top-off” your battery
pack’s charge before starting a big job or long period of use.
Due to lithium-ion’s fade-free properties, the only time it is necessary to charge
the lithium-ion battery pack is when the pack has reached the end of its charge.
To signal the end of charge, power to the tool will drop quickly. Charge the
battery pack as needed.

a. Charging the battery
This lithium-ion battery pack is shipped partially charged. Before using it the first
time, fully charge the battery pack. A fully discharged battery pack with a
temperature between 5℃ and 35℃ will charge in about 30-140MIN(See
section”Specifications”).

CH-1802A:
• Plug the charger adapter into power source. The green light on the charger

stand will illuminate, indicating the charger is powered.
• Slide the battery all the way into the charger stand until it locks in place with a

click. The red light on the charger stand will illuminate, indicating that the
battery is charging.

• The red light will go off after charging is complete and a green light will
appear.

CH-1802B/CH-1802D:

NOTE: Batteries may become warm while charging. This is normal. If the
battery is hot after continuous use in the tool, allow it to cool down to room
temperature before charging. This will extend the life of your batteries.
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WARNING: Always disconnect the battery pack from the tool before any
assembly, adjustments or changing accessories.

b.Insertion and removal of rechargeable battery (Fig.2)
Depress the battery-release button located on the front of the battery pack
to release battery pack.
Pull the battery pack out and remove it from the tool.

Warning!
Always remove the battery pack before making adjustments to the
equipment.
Be sure to read the following information before you put the cordless
equipment into operation.
Charge the battery pack with the charger. An empty battery pack requires a
charging period of approximately 0.5 to 1 hour.

OPERATION

Fitting the dust bag
Fit the dust bag on the dust extractor adapter by twisting it gently as far as
the notch as shown below.
The dust is extracted directly into the dust bag through the abrasive paper
and the oscillating plate.
Twist and pull the dust bag simultaneously to remove it again.
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Caution!
For health reasons it is imperative that you use
the dust collection box or a dust extraction system.
For others material, always work with the dust extraction device!

Fit and remove the sanding sheet

Perforated sanding sheets are used for dust suction. Please always make sure
the sheet corresponds with perforation in sanding foot.

Always use the tool with the total sanding surface covered with sanding paper.

Change the sanding sheet regularly. Do not continue to use worn, torn or heavily
clogged sanding sheets.

The self-adhesive sheet can be stuck on sanding surface directly. And can be
peeled away from the base simply.
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Dust suction

Empty dust bag regularly for optimal dust pick-up performance

WARNING
When sanding metal, sparks are generated; do not use dust bag and keep other
persons and combustible material from work area.

OPERATION FOR WORKING

Switching On/Off
To switch on the equipment, move the switch

(1) Enter switch on the equipment

(1) Enter .switch off.
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Speed controller
You can select the speed by enter the speed controller.

Working with the eccentric grinder/sander
Place the whole surface area of the sanding disk on the material.
Switch on the machine and move it with gentle pressure over the workpiece,
making circular or transverse and linear movements.
Use a coarse grit for coarse sanding and a finer grit for finish sanding. You can
find the best grit size for the job by carrying out sanding tests.
Caution!
The dusts which are formed while the equipment is being used may be a health
hazard:
Always wear safety goggles and a dust mask during sanding work.
All persons who work with the equipment or enter the workplace must wear a
protective dust mask.
Eating, drinking and smoking are prohibited at the workplace.
Paints containing lead are not allowed to be used!

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Danger!
Always pull out the mains power plug before starting any cleaning work.

Cleaning
Keep all safety devices, air vents and the motor housing free of dirt and dust as
far as possible. Wipe the equipment with a clean cloth or blow it with compressed
air at low pressure.
We recommend that you clean the device immediately each time you have
finished using it.

Clean the equipment regularly with a moist cloth and some soft soap. Do not use
cleaning agents or solvents; these could attack the plastic parts of the equipment.
Ensure that no water can seep into the device. The ingress of water into an
electric tool increases the risk of an electric shock.
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Maintenance
There are no parts inside the equipment which require additional maintenance.

Storing
Store the machine, operating instructions and where necessary the accessories
in the original packaging. In this way you will always have all the information and
parts ready to hand.

Pack the device well or use the original packaging in order to avoid transit
damage.

Always keep the machine in dry place.

Disposal
Electronic devices are recyclable waste and must not be disposed of in
the household waste. At the end of its service life, dispose of the product
according to the relevant statutory regulations.
Remove any rechargeable battery, if necessary, and dispose of it
separately from the product.
You thus fulfil your statutory obligations and contribute to environmental
protection.
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
