This Place Is Who We Are profiles Indigenous communities in central and 
northern coastal BC that are reconnecting to their lands and waters—and 
growing and thriving through this reconnection. 

Indigenous peoples and cultures are integrally connected to the land. 
Well-being in every sense—physical, social, environmental, economic, 
spiritual and cultural—depends on that relationship, which is based on a 
fundamental concept: when the land is well, so are the people.

With increasing strength, Indigenous peoples in this vast region 
of BC—which spans the homelands of more than two dozen First 
Nations and one of the largest remaining coastal temperate rainforests 
in the world—are restoring what has been lost through environmental 
depredation and healing what has been devastated by colonization.

This volume is a collection of ten of these inspiring stories. X̱aayda 
voices explain how their Rediscovery camps are healing and empowering 
their youth; Dzawada̱’enuxw Hereditary Chief Maxwiyalidizi K’odi 
Nelson shares the story of building a healing centre and ecolodge; 
Wei Wai Kum Chief Christopher Roberts describes the challenges 
and opportunities for an urban First Nation looking to prosper while 
protecting the environment and ancient Ligʷiłdaxʷ history and living 
cultural values; and many more Indigenous leaders share their own 
experiences of growth, strength and reconnection.

Thoughtful and inspiring, This Place Is Who We Are illustrates 
what can be accomplished when conservation and stewardship 
are inextricably intertwined with the prosperity and well-being 
of communities.

A timely, insider account of an important and controversial step in British 
Columbia’s strategic effort to respond to the overdose crisis.

Canada is in the middle of an opioid crisis. Since the province of 
British Columbia declared a public health emergency in 2016, more 
than 9,400 people have died of drug poisoning in BC—an average of six 
people a day—with nearly 1,500 apparent opioid-related deaths in the 
first eight months of 2022.

In Decrim, Kennedy Stewart, mayor of Vancouver from 2018 to 
2022, recounts historic progress in addressing this crisis. January 31, 
2023, is the beginning of a three-year trial period for decriminalizing 
the possession of small amounts of hard drugs in British Columbia, a 
ground-breaking change in Canada’s approach to drug use. Kennedy 
Stewart has written Decrim to tell the story of how this remarkable 
policy change came about and the enormous challenges faced by those 
who fought for it—including its contribution to him losing his bid 
for mayoral re-election. In Decrim, Stewart lays out how ending the 

“war on drugs” and recognizing the overdose crisis as a public health 
issue will help reduce stigma related to substance use, increase access 
to health services, and decrease harms related to criminalization in 
British Columbia.

Kennedy Stewart is a politician, educator, author, and co-editor 
of Turning Parliament Inside Out: Practical Ideas for Reforming Canada's 
Democracy (Douglas & McIntyre, 2017). After serving as mayor of 
Vancouver for four years he is now returning to teaching at Simon Fraser 
University. He lives in Vancouver, BC.

But unlike tropical snorkelling, where you simply have to strap 
on a mask and fins and dive in, snorkelling on Vancouver Island and the 
Gulf Islands poses a number of logistical conundrums to the beginner. 
How to stay warm in the frigid North Pacific? When to snorkel, given the 
tides, currents and weather patterns of our island habitat? And just what 
exactly is that strange-looking critter?

Whether for a family outing, a beginner’s trip or an expedition for 
the seasoned marine adventurer, this innovative guidebook has detailed 
descriptions of more than fifty destinations, including how to get there, 
which species one is likely to encounter, and how to stay warm and safe 
while making the most of every experience.

He is a member of the Order of Canada and holds appointments at the 
universities of Victoria and Hong Kong.

A History of Twin Islands

JEANETTE TAYLOR

Coastal historian Jeanette Taylor unveils the unique past of Twin Islands. 

Twin Islands form part of the lacey fringe at the southern edge of 
the Discovery Islands archipelago, where it meets the north Salish Sea. 
This is the interface between wilderness and urban settlement. To the 
north, heavily treed slopes rise vertically from the sea and fast tides 
churn through the constricted passages of a maze of islands and inlets. 
Navigating these waters is a white-knuckle challenge many recreational 
boaters avoid, ending their travels to the east in Desolation Sound 
Marine Park. To the south, the topography relaxes into a more habitable 
environment of open waters, villages, towns and highways. Those who 
do find their way to Twin are richly rewarded by a beautiful and tranquil 
destination—with a fascinating past.

Discovery of a trove of sepia-toned pictures of Twin Islands from 
the late 1930s drew Jeanette Taylor to research and document the 
history of the islands. She found a live-wire cast of characters typical of 
remote places, including a one-legged sheep farmer; an aristocratic Irish 
priest who was the victim of an unsolved murder; American tycoons 
fleeing Japan on the cusp of World War II; German royalty; and an 
anonymous heiress who rescued the islands from logging.

Through it all, Taylor found a thread among Twin’s people, 
passed from one generation to the next—like an invisible torch 
handed over with the deed: a love of nature and the place. Illustrated 
with historical photos and engagingly written, Sheltering in the Back 
Rush is an important addition to Harbour Publishing’s catalogue of 
coastal BC history.

Jeanette Taylor is the author of Harbour Publishing titles on 
British Columbia coastal history, including The Quadra Story (2009), 
Tidal Passages (2008) and River City: A History of Campbell River and the 
Discovery Islands (1999).

The ambitious second instalment of Renée Sarojini Saklikar’s epic fantasy 
saga in verse, The Heart of This Journey Bears All Patterns (THOT J BAP).

This book-length poem features the time-travelling demigoddess 
Bramah, a locksmith and the saga’s hero. In Bramah’s Quest, the year is 
2087 and Bramah is back on a planet Earth ravaged by climate change 
and global inequality. Bramah is on a quest to find her people, including 
the little boy Raphael, last seen at the end of Bramah and the Beggar 
Boy (2021).

“brown, brave and beautiful,” is determined to conquer the odds and deal 
with what fate and chance throw in her path. Each twist and turn tests 
her ability to live up to the motto “Let all evil die and the good endure.”

Renée Sarojini Saklikar’s ground-breaking poetry book about 
the bombing of Air India Flight 182, children of air india (2013), won 
the Canadian Authors Association Prize for Poetry and was shortlisted 
for the Dorothy Livesay Poetry Prize. Her book Listening to the Bees 
(2018), co-authored with Dr. Mark Winston, won a gold medal in the 
Environment/Ecology category of the 2019 Independent Publisher Book 
Awards. Trained as a lawyer, Saklikar resides in Vancouver, BC, and is 
an instructor at Simon Fraser University and Vancouver Community 
College. She was the first Poet Laureate for the City of Surrey 
(2015–2018) and was the 2017 UBC Okanagan Writer in Residence. 
Curator of the poetry series Lunch Poems at SFU and the Poetry Phone

Conor Kerr’s poetry is in constant motion. 4Runners streak through 
the night, racing with coyotes and roving across the land. Buses travel 
from town to town, from one memory to another, from past to present. 
Friends and lovers search for each other on Instagram and find nothing. 
And always the natural world travels alongside: the watching magpies, 
woodpeckers and cedar waxwings, the coyotes and porcupines. Family 
is the crisp wings of mallard ducks flying at dawn, just as it is a game of 
crib, a Mario Kart race, a dance party.

His Ukrainian family are settlers in Treaty 
Four and Six territories in Saskatchewan. In 2020 he received the 
Fiddlehead’s Ralph Gustafson Poetry Prize and in 2021 was awarded the 
Malahat Review’s Long Poem Prize. His work has been anthologized in 
Best Canadian Poetry 2020 and Best Canadian Stories 2020 and published 
in literary magazines across Canada. He is the author of the poetry 
collection An Explosion of Feathers (Bookland Press, 2021) and the novel 
Avenue of Champions (2021), which was shortlisted for the Amazon First 
Novel Award, won a 2022 ReLit Award, and is a finalist for the 2022 
Scotiabank Giller Prize.

Jonah finds his mother, Sharon, still struggling with an 

eating disorder stemming from her terrorist upbringing in the Doukhobor splinter sect known as 

the Sons of Freedom. Ruby returns to Sasha, the young son she abandoned, and to her overbearing 

mother, Virginia, a pious pillar of the community raised to loathe the Sons of Freedom. After a 

heartfelt reunion between Jonah, Ruby, and Sasha, they learn that a murderous Hells Angel, Clinton 

Pritchard, is still obsessed with revenge for the damage Jonah caused years earlier. But when Ruby 

confronts Clinton about their terrible past, Clinton’s brother Swanny Pritchard must choose 

whether to side with his brother or turn against him. Jonah and Ruby unwittingly draw their family 

into a final confrontation with the Hells Angels that will test longheld, pacifist Doukhobor beliefs.

In Shapeshifters, Délani Valin explores the cost of finding the perfect mask. Through a lens 

of urban Métis experience and neurodivergence, Valin takes on a series of personas as an act of 

empathy as resistance. Some personas are capitalist mascots like the Starbucks siren, Barbie and 

the Michelin Man, who confide the hopes and frustrations that lay hidden behind their relentless 

public enthusiasm. Others include psychiatric diagnoses like hypochondria, autism and depression, 

and unlikely archetypes such as a woman who becomes a land mass by ending the quest to shrink 

herself. In more confessional poems, the pressure to find relief from otherness often leads to 

magical thinking: portals, flight, telepathy and incantations all become metaphors for survival. 

Shapeshifters maps ways in which an individual can attempt to fit into a world that is inhospitable to 

them, and makes a case to shift the shape of that world.

The Big Melt is a debut poetry collection rooted in nêhiyaw thought and urban millennial life 

events. It examines what it means to repair kinship, contend with fraught history, go home and 

contemplate prairie ndn utopia in the era of late capitalism and climate change. Part memoir, part 

research project, this collection draws on Riddle’s experience working in Indigenous governance 

and her affection for confessional poetry in crafting feminist works that are firmly rooted in place. 

This book refuses a linear understanding of time in its focus on women in the author’s family, 

some who have passed and others who are yet to come. The Big Melt is about inheriting a Treaty 

relationship just as much as it is about breakups, demonstrating that governance is just as much 

about our interpersonal relationships as it is law and policy. How does one live one’s life in a way 

that honours inherited responsibilities, a deep love for humour and a commitment to always 

learning about the tension between a culture that deeply values collectivity and the autonomy of 

the individual? Perhaps we find these answers in the examination of ourselves, the lands we are 

from and the relationships we hold.
