Widowed at the age of thirty-five, Muriel Wylie Blanchet packed up 
her five children in the summers that followed and set sail aboard the 
twenty-five-foot Caprice. For fifteen summers, in the 1920s and 1930s, 
the family explored the coves and islands of the BC coast, encountering 
settlers and hermits, hungry bears and dangerous tides, and falling 
under the spell of the region’s natural beauty.

Driven by curiosity, the family followed the quiet coastline, and 
Blanchet—known as Capi, after her boat—recorded their wonder as 
they threaded their way between the snowfields, slept under the bright 
stars and wandered through Indigenous winter villages left empty in 
the summer months.

The Curve of Time weaves the story of these years into a memoir 
that has inspired generations to seek out their own adventures on the 
wild West Coast. First published in 1961, less than a year before the 
author died, Blanchet’s captivating work has become a classic of travel 
writing, and one of the bestselling BC books of all time.

Now available from Harbour Publishing, this new edition contains 
maps of the Pacific Northwest coast showing the journeys of the Caprice 
as well as an essay on the life and biography of Blanchet by celebrated 
writer Edith Iglauer.

M. Wylie Blanchet (1891-1961) was born in Montreal and spent 
her childhood as an avid seeker of the natural world. Her adventurous 
and independent spirit led to extraordinary summers with her 
children exploring the coastal wilderness of British Columbia, and 
her recollections of the landscape have earned her memoir a place 
in Canadian literature as an enthralling West Coast must-read. Her 
children’s book, A Whale Named Henry, was published posthumously 
by Harbour Publishing in 1983. Blanchet passed away at her home near 
Sidney, BC, at the age of seventy.

The Last Logging Show
A Forestry Family at the End of an Era

AARON WILLIAMS

A third-generation British Columbia logger returns to the forests of Haida 
Gwaii, to witness a way of life in the grip of change.

By the time Aaron Williams began learning how to fall a tree, his family 
had been making clear cuts on BC hillsides for nearly a century. During 
his father’s generation, the industry started to crumble, and by the time 
Williams arrived, he knew his future lay elsewhere.

But his father continued in the trade, his work taking him into the 
forests of Haida Gwaii. There, Williams follows him into a season at 
Collison Point, where the loggers are increasingly unwelcome visitors to 
the ancient forests.

The Last Logging Show captures the spectacular setting of Haida 
Gwaii and the people who call it home. It unravels the lives and dreams 
of those who log the forests for a living, who have coexisted with the 
Haida for generations—but while one way of life is in the twilight of 
existence, the other is being reborn. Thoughtful and compelling, this is a 
story of connection, community, and the force of fundamental change.

Aaron Williams’ first book, Chasing Smoke (2017), was based on his 
experience fighting forest fires in British Columbia, Alberta, Ontario, 
Quebec and Idaho. His writing has been published in newspapers such 
as The Globe and Mail, the Halifax Chronicle Herald and the Vancouver 
Observer. He has a MFA in creative non-fiction writing from King’s 
College. He lives in Halifax, NS, with his family.

The Road to Appledore
Or How I Went Back to the Land Without Ever Having Lived There in the First Place

TOM WAYMAN

Acclaimed author Tom Wayman’s account of his shift from urban to rural.

The recent pandemic accelerated an existing trend among 
urban Canadians to move to the country. Yet to quote from a 2022 
Globe and Mail article, “People from cities don’t always realize what 
they’re getting into.”

For anyone setting out in that direction, or dreaming of doing 
so, Tom Wayman’s The Road to Appledore: Or How How I Went Back to 
the Land Without Ever Having Lived There in the First Place is rewarding 
reading. The book follows Wayman from Vancouver to southeastern 
BC’s Slocan Valley, deep in the Selkirk Mountains, and presents with his 
characteristic humour and philosophical insight his ensuing major shifts 
of perspective and knowledge. Mishaps, misadventures and moments 
of delight and wonder abound in Wayman’s prose reflections on his 
decades of living immersed in nature and the contemporary rural—from 
having to deal with a bear cub in his kitchen, to engaging in a vigilante 
action to protect a community water system, to the quiet satisfaction of 
growing his own food and flowers.

Wayman depicts the rural southwest of Canada in intimate detail, 
transporting readers alongside him.

Tom Wayman’s prolific literary career includes writing more than 
twenty poetry collections, three collections of critical and cultural 
essays, three books of short fiction and a novel, as well as editing 
six poetry anthologies. He received British Columbia’s 2022 George 
Woodcock Award for Lifetime Achievement in the literary arts. In 2015, 
he was named a Vancouver Literary Landmark, with a plaque on the 
city’s Commercial Drive commemorating his championing of people 
writing for themselves about their daily employment. His own work life 
involved a range of blue- and white-collar jobs across North America, 
including teaching in both alternative and mainstream post-secondary 
institutions. He won the Western Canada Jewish Book Awards prize for 
fiction in 2016 (for the short story collection, The Shadows We Mistake 
for Love) and for poetry in 2023 (for Watching a Man Break a Dog’s Back: 
Poems for a Dark Time). Wayman lives in Winlaw, BC, and his website 
is www.tomwayman.com.

JON TAYLOR

Longtime fisherman and Sointula resident Jon Taylor dishes up hilarious 
yarns from his life off northern Vancouver Island.

Capturing the “rough but reasonable” freedom of Malcolm Island, 
situated off the northeast shore of Vancouver Island, Jon Taylor 
recounts the bizarre but enticing lifestyle of a fisherman and his remote 
community—“haywire tightwads” for skippers, rotten fish in the hold 
that become “three thousand humpies in a warm, pink soup,” and the 
kind of integrity you don’t often see.

Jon Taylor’s family history on Malcolm Island extends back to 1917, 
when Taylor’s Finnish grandparents planned to move to the community 
of Sointula, to live among fellow expats who shared a language and a 
dream. However, Taylor recounts, upon seeing the island they promptly 
changed their minds and moved to Cuba. Taylor himself moved to 
Malcolm Island in 1976 and became a steadfast resident, embracing the 
fishboat life, for better or worse, aboard seiners, gillnetters and his own 
troller. Taylor captures a classic but now-disappearing way of life in its 
heyday with his vibrant and amusing vignettes.

Jon Taylor is a retired fisherman and boat builder who has lived 
outside Sointula, BC, on Malcolm Island, for many decades. He has 
been a lifelong writer of poetry, memoir, essays and fiction, and is also 
an avid musician.

Past the End of the Road
Port Hardy in the Mid Century

MICHEL DROUIN

Past the End of the Road recounts a free-range adolescence in mid-century 
Port Hardy on northern Vancouver Island, at a time when, with no roads 
south, the town was only connected to the rest of the island by air and sea 
and the Union steamship was the main mode of travel to and from the sleepy 
logging village.

Michel Drouin’s frank and humorous memoir recounts the freedom 
of his childhood in midcentury Port Hardy. When he was twelve, Drouin 
and his friend rowed a small boat from town ten kilometres across the 
Goletas Channel for a day trip to the Gordon Group of islands, without 
even bringing water to drink, as neither he or his friend owned a canteen 
and “plastic water bottles hadn’t been invented yet.” 

Drouin’s adolescence encompassed hunting, fishing, firewood 
cutting, and more activities that although common at the time are 
probably foreign to most Canadian children. Although he ultimately 
prospered, the wildness of Drouin’s youth led to some close calls, such 
as when the young man accidentally lit himself on fire and he was only 
able to extinguish himself by running to the beach—“fortunately, the 
tide was in”—and flinging himself into the ocean.

Michel Drouin’s writing career began in high school, when he 
was hired as a high school correspondent by the North Island Gazette. 
After graduation, Drouin worked in the forestry and fishing industries, 
until he was hired as an assistant editor of the United Fishermen and 
Allied Workers Union newspaper, The Fisherman, in 1990. Drouin lives 
in Vancouver, BC.

Charting the porous borderlands of the self and the social through a year of 
cataclysm, Matt Rader conjures a vision of the present from a deep future.

The follow-up to Ghosthawk, Fine is set largely in the Kelowna area 
of the Okanagan Valley, BC, over the period of July 2021–June 2022. The 
poems address the extraordinary natural, historical and social events 
of that period including the June 2021 heat dome and the November 
2021 atmospheric river, the ongoing pandemic and resulting social 
anomie, the public announcement of hundreds of unmarked residential 
school graves across the country, and the Russian invasion of Ukraine. 
On a personal level, the poems grapple with questions of disability, 
illness, trans identity, healing and what a good future might look like. 
Written in a speculative mood, the poems in Fine look back on the 
contemporary moment with its terrors and mythopoetic digital scrim 
from an imagined future, so that the voice itself becomes an incantation, 
a summoning of a world of survivance and beauty. 

Matt Rader is an award-winning author of six volumes of poetry, a 
collection of stories and a book of nonfiction. His previous book of 
poems, Ghosthawk (2021), was shortlisted for the Dorothy Livesay 
Poetry Prize. He teaches Creative Writing at the University of British 
Columbia Okanagan and lives in Kelowna, BC.

JOELLE BARRON

Award-winning writer Joelle Barron looks back at history through queer 
eyes in their second poetry collection.

Excerpts from a Burned Letter places the experiences of historical 
figures and fictional characters in modern contexts—and makes their 
queerness explicit. This collection highlights the circular nature of 
time, demonstrating how even in a post-marriage-equality world, queer 
experiences and queer histories still face erasure.

From the perspective of a single, modern speaker, each poem is 
haunted by a fictional or historical queer couple, connecting ancestors 
to their descendants and underlining the ancientness of being queer. 
The book also explores themes of religion, disability, motherhood, birth, 
and the experience of being a queer child. The poems zoom in and out; 
gross, visceral depictions of bodies and their functions stand beside 
poems that call out the hypocrisies of religion in both its extreme and 
subtle forms. These poems describe the experience of being a queer 
person in the present day—writing the queer history of the future.

When searching for stories of themselves in history books, queer 
people are often met with denial and resistance. Excerpts from a Burned 
Letter provides explicit acknowledgement where it didn’t exist before: 
You were here. You live on.

Joelle Barron is an award-winning poet and writer living and 
relying on the Traditional Territories of the Anishinabewaki of Treaty 
3 and the Métis people (Fort Frances, ON). Their first poetry collection, 
Ritual Lights (icehouse poetry, 2018), was nominated for the Gerald 
Lampert Memorial Award. In 2019, they were a finalist for the Dayne 
Ogilvie Prize for Emerging LGBTQ2S+ Writers. Barron’s poetry has 
appeared in ARC Poetry Magazine, CV2, EVENT Magazine, The New 
Quarterly, and many other Canadian literary publications. They live with 
their daughter.

In March 1850, after seven weary weeks out of sight of land, a well-dressed Londoner, a bachelor 

aged thirty-two, stood at the ship’s rail. All that Richard Blanshard could make out to port was a 

forested, rock-clad island rising to considerable height. Vancouver’s Island they called it in those 

far-off days. Richard Blanshard was governor of the young colony for three short, unhappy years—

only one and a half of which were spent in the colony itself. From the very beginning he was at odds 

with the vastly influential Hudson’s Bay Company, run by its Chief Factor James Douglas.

Kennedy recounts battles through eighty-knot gales along 

the exposed coastline sailors called “The Graveyard of the Pacific,” and the bigotry that forced 

Indigenous and Chinese passengers to remain on the foredeck of the ship while other passengers 

sheltered inside.

In the process, Thornton highlights how hard lives can 

manifest beauty and affirmation. A mother transcends degrading circumstances through laughter. A 

long-lost father’s drafting set case is a “coffin,” its tools a “skeleton;” his “ashes are buried” in the 

poet’s “arm.”

This collection of sixteen connected short stories investigates 

the ways we humans so often feel alone, yet cannot avoid having our lives be contingent 

upon others—often in ways we can neither see nor understand. Blackett’s characters long for 

meaningful connection and struggle to find it, often unaware of the connections right in front 

of them. The stories stand on their own, but they are strengthened by the (sometimes secret) 

connections they hold.
