Ozone and hepa filter screen cleaning:
Use avacuum cleaner or paper towel to remove dust and fluff.
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Guidelines for cleaning pre-filter

The pre-filter collects large particles, and needs to be cleaned at
least once every two months according to the use situation.
1.Use a vacuum cleaner or paper towel to remove dust or fluff.
2.Wash with warm, soapy water.

3.Rinse thoroughly and remove soap residue from the strainer.
4.Dry the pre-filter before reintroducing it into the purifier.

Guidelines for cleaning ion dust collector:

1.Remove the ionic dust collector.

2.Spray with a neutral detergent and let sit for 5-10 minutes.
3.Immersed in warm water (below 40 °C), shake well, remove.
4.Repeat steps 2-3 until clean.

5.Rinse the remaining dirt on the dust collector with warm water.
6.Dry the filter screen with a hair dryer orin the sun.

Guidelines for hepa filter use:

1. It is recommended to use in the environment polluted by formaldehyde.

2. In the environment without hepa pollution, the filter can be taken out and
stored in a dry place.

3. The use of hepafilters in polluted environments may produce sour taste.
This is a normal phenomenon after the decomposition of formaldehyde. If you
are uncomfortable, you can take it out for about a day in the sun.

4, The hepa filter is to enhance the purification effect of formaldehyde which is
recommended to replace it regularly so the effect is better.

Machine cleaning:

1.Wipe it down with a damp sponge or cloth.
2.Do not immerse the purifier in water.
3.Do not remove fixtures for cleaning.
