1. Cut the small links on the chain so that you have individual bars. You will need 12 of these per earring.

2. Using the 4mm jump ring (Z002434), attach the bead and one end of the bar from the chain. Close jump ring.

3. Make 12 of these.

4. Using the 3mm jump ring (Z007861), attach the other end of the bar to one of the loops on the large bead cap. This is where
having pliers with a very fine tip really helps.

5. Using a 4mm jump ring, attach the crystal embellished link to the top of the large bead cap. Close jump ring.

6. Open the loop on the ear wire and attach it to the top of the crystal embellishment. Close the loop.

7. Repeat all steps for the other earring.
