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Assembling the Pattern Sleeve

1. Cut out the front and back of the

sleeve pattern along the grey lines. v ¥

2. Fold along the dashed lines towards
the back, as shown in the diagram
below.

3. With the front of the pattern sleeve facing
down add glue only to the bottom and side
sections you just folded in the previous step.

4. Place the back of the sleeve, lining it up to the
folded edges and press the glued sections onto
the back to secure and your pattern sleeve is
complete.

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Printing and Joining Pattern Pieces

Some patterns include sections that need to be glued together before stitching as they are
too large to be printed onto 1 page.

Each glue edge is numbered in sequence e.g. Glue Edge #1 should be glued to Glue Edge #1
and so on.

Once the sections are cut out you can glue or use tape to attach the sections together as
follows:

1. Cut off one of the Glue Edges
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2. Next, overlap the sections so the stitch lines meet and adhere them together
