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ASSEMBLY STEPS

STEP 1: Install the base foot pad

Choose rubber feet or carpet nails according to your floor type.

Option One:lIf the stand is placed on wooden, cement, tile or other hard floor,
install the foot padoand adjust them to level if the base is not level.

Option Two: If the stand is placed on carpet, install the carpet nail @ and
adjust them to level if the base is not level.
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STEP 2: Install the bottom tube

1) Insert Bottom tube E into BaseH, then fasten Bolt G by using Allen keye.
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D6 Metal Washer

2) Insert Plastic cover | into Base H.
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STEP 3:Install the upper tube

1.Loosen the knob, pull out the pipe, and then tighten the knob to make two
screw holes leak out.
2.Insert the plug into the circular hole and thread it out of the base.

3.Insert Upper tube B into Bottom tube [, then fasten Bolt @Y by using Allen key @
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STEP 4: Install the plastic tray

Insert Plastic tray [fJ] onto Upper tube 1, then fasten Bolt o by using Allen keyo.
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STEP 5: Height adjuesment
