Cured plaster should be hard, have a slight
sheen and maximum PH of 10; soft, porous or powdery plaster
indicates improper cure.

Poured or pre-cast concrete with a very smooth surface
should be etched or abraded to promote adhesion, after removing all
form release agents and curing compounds. Remove any powder or
loose particles before priming. Wood substrates must be thoroughly
dry.
