Charging your device

Use the included cable or a Type-C to USB cable (sold 
separately) to recharge the Power Bank+.

Insert the MircoUSB (or Type-C) plug into the MicroUSB 
(or Type-C) port located on the top of the Power Bank+ 
(see Product Overview).

Connect the USB plug to a USB port on a PC, laptop or 
USB power adaptor.

Power Bank+ LED percentage amount will increase as 
it charges. Recharge times will vary depending on the 
output power of the USB port used.

LED will display “100” when the Power Bank+ is fully 
charged. Disconnect the charge cable.

Insert the cable into the appropriate port on your 
Power Bank+.

Insert opposite end into the device that requires charging. 

LED will indicate that the device is being charged, and 
how much charge is left in the Power Bank+.
