Connecting Part: To prevent burns, never touch 
the heating condenser during operation. 

This device is intended to heat up for root canal filling purposes. 
The Heating Condenser can heat up to 230 °C. Handle and operate 
with care to prevent burns. 

■Handpiece

A. Power On/Off and Temperature Setting Button:

• Long-press : Press and hold the button for one {1) second to turn the device on or off.

• Short-press : Press the button to select the preset temperature {170 °C, 200 °C, 230 °C).

B. Display : Indicates temperature setting and battery status.

C. Operation button

- By pressing the button, the heating condenser starts to heat up and when the button is

released, the heat supply is cut off.

- When the operation button is presseq a beep will sound to indicate the heating condenser is

heating up.The heating condenser temperature will cool down when the Operation Button is

released. The heating condenser will heat up whenever the Operation Button is pressed;

however, the heating condenser will not be heated for more than five (5) seconds to prevent

possible injury.

D. LED Status Indicator

- LED Status Indicator lights up when the heating condenser is heating up and/or cooling down.

- Green Light : Heating Condenser is connected to the handpiece properly and the temperature

is at or below 1 00 °C.

Red Light : Heating Condenser is heating up or cooling down.

Flashing Green Light : Heating condenser is disconnected or not properly inserted into the

hand piece.

E. Heating Condenser

- 5 color-coded heating condensers are available.

To use, insert the heating condenser to the handpiece properly.

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F. Rechargeable Battery Pack

Included/installed in the handpiece

To replace Duo-Pen battery:

(1) Disassemble the battery cover from the hand piece by turning it counter-clockwise.

(2) Separate the battery pack by pulling it from the handpiece connector.

(3) Connect the new battery pack to the handpiece connector.

(4) Assemble the battery cover by turning it clockwise. Do not over-tighten.

* Duo-Pen Disposable Sheath

Disposable Sheath can protect the handpiece from any foreign substances and cross contamination.

■ Charger

A. Duo-Pen Adapter

Connect the power adapter to the back of the charger.

A Only use the adapter provided by the manufacturer. Using any other adapter may cause fire

or electric shock. 
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B. Duo-Pen Charger

1) Plug the power cord into the adapter. When the power adapter is connected to the charger,

orange and green lights will come on and blink. Place the handpiece on the charger to charge

the battery.

2) The orange light on the charger lamp will light up while charging. When the battery is low,

"Lo" will flash on the temperature display of the handpiece. When "Lo" appears, charge the

battery immediately.

3) The green light means the battery is fully charged.

4) After each use, remove the disposable sheath and place the handpiece back on the charger to

charge.

5) Battery can be fully charged in 90 minutes (1.5 hours).
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A Caution

1. For proper operation, the charger must be installed and used in a dry environment.

If the charger becomes wet, unplug from power cord/adapter and dry it immediately.

2. Check the required voltage before connecting the charger to the power adapter.

Failure to do so may damage the charger and/or the handpiece.

3. Place the charger on a level and safe surface.

4. Use only the power adapter that is supplied by the manufacturer.

5. Place the handpiece vertically on the charger and check that the handpiece charging terminal

touches the charger terminal properly.

6. Do not drop the battery pack as this may result in damage or leak of the corrosive chemicals.
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
