BATTERY INSTALLATION

Before beginning, an adult must install fresh alkaline batteries. Here's how:

1. Using a Phillips screwdriver (not included), remove the screws and battery compartment covers located on
top of the T-Rex and on the back of the remote.

2. Install four (4) fresh 1.5V AAA (LR03) alkaline batteries (not included) in the T-Rex, making sure the (+) and (-)
ends face the proper direction as indicated inside the battery compartment.

3. Install three (3) fresh 1.5V AAA (LR03) alkaline batteries (not included) in the remote, making sure the (+) and
(-) ends face the proper direction as indicated inside the battery compartment.

4. Replace the compartment covers and tighten the screws.
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UICK START

1.Turn the remote control on by moving the switch on the remote to volume (d)) or mute (W)(Fig. 1).
The T-Rex sounds will come from the speaker on the remote control.
NOTE: While in mute, the T-Rex will function as normal but the sounds will be off.

2. Move the switch behind the T-Rex’s back armor to the ON position (Fig. 2).

LET'S PLAY

1. Place the T-Rex on a flat surface.

2. Follow the remote guide below to move your T-Rex. Your T-Rex’s tail swings side-to-side when it moves.

3. Run into small objects to watch your T-Rex chop down on them. There is a button on the T-Rex’s
bottom mouth (Fig. 3). Once an object hits the button, its mouth will close. Press the up button on the remote
control to move the T-Rex forward and the mouth will open up again.

Press the left button and the T-Rex
will turn to the left. Press the right
button and it will turn to the right.
Press and hold the button and your
