RATCHET BELT OPERATION WITH “ANTI–BELT SLIP” (ABS) OPTION: 

 

NOTE:  The ABS system lets you release the pre-tension force in small steps. 

 

1. Pull the ratchet release trigger, open the ratchet handle fully and release the trigger.  This locks the 

ratchet handle in the neutral position 4 and allows the belt to move freely through the ratchet 

mechanism, see Figure 2 & 3. 

2. Pull out the desired length of belt from the base end of the device and attach the free sliding hook, if 

required, to desired position on the car, Figure 5. 

Note: Belt is under tension due to auto-rewinding drum. 

3. To adjust the belt tension, pull up the trigger and rotate the handle into belt tensioning position 1, 

moving the ratchet handle forward and backward within position 1 will increase the belt tension 

systematically until the desired tension is achieved.  Move the ratchet handle back to locked position 

3 after tensioning, Figure 3. 

4. To release tension off the belt, pull the release trigger up and rotating the handle into the controlled 

release position 2 and release the trigger, Figure 3. 

5. The tension is released by moving the handle forward and backward within position 2. Release 

occurs in small increments with every stroke of the handle, Figure 3. 

Note: Controlled release is only applicable when there is a load on the belt. 

6. To free the belt, pull the release trigger up and rotating the handle into neutral position 4. The ratchet 

is now fully open and the belt can be pulled free through the ratchet mechanism, Figure 2 & 3.

STABILIZER OPERATION: 

 

1. Place one hand on the knurled TwistLock Collar and another hand on the Spike Base, see Figure 

4.  

2. Unlock the TwistLock Collar by rotating it counter-clockwise (  - label direction) until it stops, 

approximately 45°.  This disengages interlocking teeth on the shaft. 

3. Adjust the strut length (extending/retracting the shaft) to position the Spike Base at the designated 

point of contact on the vehicle.   

Note: The strut length only needs to be approximate to the insertion point on the vehicle with the 

Supporter leaning into the vehicle at roughly 45° - 60° (45° being ideal); see Figure 4. 

4. With both hands still in place, turn back the TwistLock mechanism clockwise (  - label direction) 

until the red, lock indicator stripes are aligned.   

WARNING: The TwistLock mechanism is spring loaded and may return on its own; however, the 

operator must always physically rotate the mechanism back to be sure the interlocking teeth have 

fully re-engaged.     

5. Move the Supporter into the desired position on the vehicle placing the Spike Base in place first. 

6. As shown in the “RATCHET BELT OPERATION” section above, release the ratchet belt and 

attach the free sliding hook to the bottom of the vehicle.  Tie-Down Keys can be used to facilitate a 

connection between the vehicle and ratchet belt hook as required.   

7. Tighten the ratchet belt until the Supporter is securely in place and lock the ratchet handle. 

8. Stake the base plate into position with pickets as required (each hole Ø = 1” / 25.4 mm).   

9. To remove the Supporter, reverse steps 1–6.

This is an illustration of an ideal vehicle stabilization using two Supporters.  Note the optimal 45° angle 

between the stabilizers, ground, and vehicle.  Supporter bases and ratchet belt hooks are attached to the

TWO HOLES, EACH Ø 25.4 MM (1”) ARE PROVIDED IN THE HINGED BASE. 

 

LOAD RATING: 

The Supporter rating of 4,535 kg (10,000 lbs) with a 2:1 Safety Factor is based on pure axial loading. 

Offset axial loading reduces the rated capability as follows: 

 V-Block  = 4,082 kg (10,000 lbs) with 2:1 Safety Factor 

 Convex Edge = 3,628 kg (8,000 lbs) with 2:1 Safety Factor 

 Cone Point = 2,267 kg (5,000 lbs) with 2:1 Safety Factor 

 

TOOL MAINTATENANCE: 

 Periodically lubricate TwistLock mechanism (Paratech recommends Teflon Non-Stick Dry-Film 

Lubricant) and keep free of dirt and debris. 

 Replace worn, frayed, or cut ratchet belt as required.   

 To clean, wipe all exposed surfaces with warm water and soft cloth.
