Step 1:

A: Using a screw driver remove the Closeout panel by removing the 2 - plastic push pin rivets @

B: Realign the bumper/fog light connector from the outside of the frame to the inside of the frame as
seen above.

NOTE: Depending on the bumper, the closeout panel may have different/more plastic push pin rivets.

Step 2:

Depending on your design of light bar, you can either assemble the light bar to the brackets at this
stage OR after you have assembled the brackets to the frame OR assemble the brackets and the light
bar at the same time.

NOTE: You will be able to adjust the light bar at a later step.

NOTE2: Verify all light wiring is routed as necessary and there is enough strain relief.
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Step 3:
A: Insert the 4 - Clip-on barrel nut @, threads on the backside, into the locations shown above.

B: With the barrel nuts in the correct locations loosely assemble the brackets as shown above using 4
-5/16 x 5/8” bolts with 4 - 5/16 flat washers @ using the 3/16” allen wrench.

C: Adjust the brackets and make sure there is at least an 1/8” of space between the grill and the
brackets (GREEN ARROW). Tighten the bracket hardware.
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Step 4: With the bracket hardware tightened, adjust your light bar and tighten it per the light manufac-
turer instructions.
