SEPTEMBER 3, 2023

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

JOSH. 1:1 Now after the death
of Moses the servant of the LORD it
came to pass, that the LORD spake
unto Joshua the son of Nun, Moses’
minister, saying,

2 Moses my servant is dead;
now therefore arise, go over this
Jordan, thou, and all this people,
unto the land which | do give to
them, even to the children of Israel.

3 Every place that the sole of your
foot shall tread upon, that have | giv-
en unto you, as | said unto Moses.

4 From the wilderness and this
Lebanon even unto the great river,
the river Euphrates, all the land of
the Hittites, and unto the great sea
toward the going down of the sun,
shall be your coast.

5 There shall not any man be able
to stand before thee all the days of
thy life: as | was with Moses, so | will
be with thee: | will not fail thee, nor
forsake thee.

6 Be strong and of a good cour-
age: for unto this people shalt thou
divide for an inheritance the land,
which | sware unto their fathers to
give them.

11:16 SoJoshuatookallthatland,
the hills, and all the south country,
and all the land of Goshen, and the
valley, and the plain, and the moun-
tain of Israel, and the valley of the

same;

17 Even from the mount Halak,
that goeth up to Seir, even unto
Baal-gad in the valley of Lebanon
under mount Hermon: and all their
kings he took, and smote them,
and slew them.

18 Joshua made war a long time
with all those kings.

19 There was not a city that
made peace with the children of
Israel, save the Hivites the inhabi-
tants of Gibeon: all other they took
in battle.

21 And at that time came Josh-
ua, and cut off the Anakims from
the mountains, from Hebron, from
Debir, from Anab, and from all the
mountains of Judah, and from all
the mountains of Israel: Joshua de-
stroyed them utterly with their cities.

22 There was none of the
Anakims left in the land of the chil-
dren of Israel: only in Gaza, in Gath,
and in Ashdod, there remained.

23 So Joshua took the whole land,
according to all that the LORD said
unto Moses; and Joshua gave it for
an inheritance unto Israel according
to their divisions by their tribes. And
the land rested from war.

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

JOSH. 2:3 And the king of Jeri-
cho sent unto Rahab, saying, Bring
forth the men that are come to thee,
which are entered into thine house:
for they be come to search out all the
country.

4 And the woman took the two
men, and hid them, and said thus,
There came men unto me, but |
wist not whence they were:

5 And it came to pass about the
time of shutting of the gate, when
it was dark, that the men went out:
whither the men went | wot not: pur-
sue after them quickly; for ye shall
overtake them.

6 But she had brought them up
to the roof of the house, and hid
them with the stalks of flax, which
she had laid in order upon the roof.

7 Andthe men pursued after them
the way to Jordan unto the fords: and
as soon as they which pursued after
them were gone out, they shut the
gate.

8 And before they were laid
down, she came up unto them
upon the roof;

9 And she said unto the men, |
know that the LORD hath given you

the land, and that your terror is fallen
upon us, and that all the inhabitants
of the land faint because of you.

15 Then she let them down by a
cord through the window: for her
house was upon the town wall, and
she dwelt upon the wall.

16 And she said unto them, Get
you to the mountain, lest the pursu-
ers meet you; and hide yourselves
there three days, until the pursuers
be returned: and afterward may ye
go your way.

22 And they went, and came
unto the mountain, and abode
there three days, until the pursu-
ers were returned: and the pursu-
ers sought them throughout all the
way, but found them not.

23 So the two men returned, and
descended from the mountain, and
passed over, and came to Joshua the
son of Nun, and told him all things
that befell them:

24 And they said unto Joshua,
Truly the LorD hath delivered into
our hands all the land; for even all
the inhabitants of the country do
faint because of us.

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

JOSH. 6:2 And the LORD said unto
Joshua, See, | have given into thine
hand Jericho, and the king thereof,
and the mighty men of valour.

3 And ye shall compass the city,
all ye men of war, and go round
about the city once. Thus shalt
thou do six days.

4 And seven priests shall bear be-
fore the ark seven trumpets of rams’
horns: and the seventh day ye shall
compass the city seven times, and
the priests shall blow with the trum-
pets.

12 And Joshua rose early in the
morning, and the priests took up
the ark of the LoRb.

13 And seven priests bearing sev-
en trumpets of rams’ horns before
the ark of the LORD went on continu-
ally, and blew with the trumpets: and
the armed men went before them;
but the rereward came after the ark
of the LORD, the priests going on,
and blowing with the trumpets.

14 And the second day they
compassed the city once, and re-
turned into the camp: so they did
six days.

15 And it came to pass on the
seventh day, that they rose early
about the dawning of the day, and

compassed the city after the same
manner seven times: only on that
day they compassed the city seven
times.

16 And it came to pass at the
seventh time, when the priests
blew with the trumpets, Joshua
said unto the people, Shout; for the
Lorb hath given you the city.

17 And the city shall be accursed,
even it, and all that are therein, to
the LORD: only Rahab the harlot shall
live, she and all that are with her in
the house, because she hid the mes-
sengers that we sent.

18 And ye, in any wise keep
yourselves from the accursed
thing, lest ye make yourselves
accursed, when ye take of the ac-
cursed thing, and make the camp
of Israel a curse, and trouble it.

19 But all the silver, and gold, and
vessels of brass and iron, are con-
secrated unto the LORD: they shall
come into the treasury of the LORD.

20 So the people shouted when
the priests blew with the trumpets:
and it came to pass, when the peo-
ple heard the sound of the trum-
pet, and the people shouted with a
great shout, that the wall fell down
flat.

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

JUDG. 3:15 But when the chil-
dren of Israel cried unto the LORD,
the LORD raised them up a deliverer,
Ehud the son of Gera, a Benjamite, a
man lefthanded: and by him the chil-
dren of Israel sent a present unto Eg-
lon the king of Moab.

16 But Ehud made him a dagger
which had two edges, of a cubit
length; and he did gird it under his
raiment upon his right thigh.

17 And he brought the present
unto Eglon king of Moab: and Eglon
was a very fat man.

18 And when he had made an
end to offer the present, he sent
away the people that bare the pres-
ent.

19 But he himself turned again
from the quarries that were by Gilgal,
and said, | have a secret errand unto
thee, O king: who said, Keep silence.
And all that stood by him went out
from him.

20 And Ehud came unto him;
and he was sitting in a summer
parlour, which he had for himself
alone. And Ehud said, | have a mes-
sage from God unto thee. And he
arose out of his seat.

21 And Ehud put forth his left
hand, and took the dagger from his
right thigh, and thrust it into his belly:

22 And the haft also went in af-
ter the blade; and the fat closed
upon the blade, so that he could
not draw the dagger out of his bel-
ly; and the dirt came out.

23 Then Ehud went forth through
the porch, and shut the doors of the
parlour upon him, and locked them.

24 When he was gone out, his
servants came; and when they saw
that, behold, the doors of the par-
lour were locked, they said, Surely
he covereth his feet in his summer
chamber.

25 And they tarried till they were
ashamed: and, behold, he opened
not the doors of the parlour; there-
fore they took a key, and opened
them: and, behold, their lord was fall-
en down dead on the earth.

29 And they slew of Moab at
that time about ten thousand men,
all lusty, and all men of valour; and
there escaped not a man.

30 So Moab was subdued that
day under the hand of Israel. And the
land had rest fourscore years.

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

JUDG. 7:2 And the LORD said
unto Gideon, The people that are
with thee are too many for me to give
the Midianites into their hands, lest
Israel vaunt themselves against me,
saying, Mine own hand hath saved
me.

3 Now therefore go to, proclaim
in the ears of the people, saying,
Whosoever is fearful and afraid, let
him return and depart early from
mount Gilead. And there returned
of the people twenty and two thou-
sand; and there remained ten thou-
sand.

4 And the LoRrD said unto Gideon,
The people are yet too many; bring
them down unto the water, and | will
try them for thee there: and it shall
be, that of whom | say unto thee, This
shall go with thee, the same shall
go with thee; and of whomsoever |
say unto thee, This shall not go with
thee, the same shall not go.

13 And when Gideon was come,
behold, there was a man that told
a dream unto his fellow, and said,
Behold, | dreamed a dream, and,
lo, a cake of barley bread tumbled
into the host of Midian, and came
unto a tent, and smote it that it fell,
and overturned it, that the tent lay
along.

14 And his fellow answered and
said, This is nothing else save the
sword of Gideon the son of Joash, a
man of Israel: for into his hand hath
God delivered Midian, and all the
host.

15 And it was so, when Gideon
heard the telling of the dream, and
the interpretation thereof, that he
worshipped, and returned into the
host of Israel, and said, Arise; for
the Lorp hath delivered into your
hand the host of Midian.

8:22 Then the men of Israel said
unto Gideon, Rule thou over us, both
thou, and thy son, and thy son’s son
also: for thou hast delivered us from
the hand of Midian.

23 And Gideon said unto them, |
will not rule over you, neither shall
my son rule over you: the LORD
shall rule over you.

24 And Gideon said unto them, |
would desire a request of you, that
ye would give me every man the
earrings of his prey. (For they had
golden earrings, because they were
Ishmaelites.)

25 And they answered, We
will willingly give them. And they
spread a garment, and did cast
therein every man the earrings of
his prey.

OCTOBER 8, 2023

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

JOSH. 7:1 But the children of
Israel committed a trespass in the
accursed thing: for Achan, the son of
Carmi, the son of Zabdi, the son of Zer-
ah, of the tribe of Judah, took of the
accursed thing: and the anger of the
LorD was kindled against the chil-
dren of Israel.

10 And the LoRrbD said unto Josh-
ua, Get thee up; wherefore liest
thou thus upon thy face?

11 Israel hath sinned, and they
have also transgressed my covenant
which | commanded them: for they
have even taken of the accursed
thing, and have also stolen, and dis-
sembled also, and they have put it
even among their own stuff.

12 Therefore the children of Is-
rael could not stand before their
enemies, but turned their backs
before their enemies, because
they were accursed: neither will
| be with you any more, except ye
destroy the accursed from among
you.

20 And Achan answered Josh-
ua, and said, Indeed | have sinned
against the LORD God of Israel, and
thus and thus have | done:

21 When | saw among the spoils
a goodly Babylonish garment, and
two hundred shekels of silver, and

a wedge of gold of fifty shekels
weight, then | coveted them, and
took them; and, behold, they are
hid in the earth in the midst of my
tent, and the silver under it.

22 So Joshua sent messengers,
and they ran unto the tent; and, be-
hold, it was hid in his tent, and the
silver under it.

23 And they took them out of
the midst of the tent, and brought
them unto Joshua, and unto all the
children of Israel, and laid them
out before the LoRb.

24 And Joshua, and all Israel with
him, took Achan the son of Zerah,
and the silver, and the garment, and
the wedge of gold, and his sons, and
his daughters, and his oxen, and his
asses, and his sheep, and his tent,
and all that he had: and they brought
them unto the valley of Achor.

25 And Joshua said, Why hast
thou troubled us? the LoRrD shall
trouble thee this day. And all Is-
rael stoned him with stones, and
burned them with fire, after they
had stoned them with stones.

26 And they raised over him a
great heap of stones unto this day.
So the LORD turned from the fierce-
ness of his anger. Wherefore the
name of that place was called, The
valley of Achor, unto this day.

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

JUDG. 2:16 Nevertheless the
LORD raised up judges, which deliv-
ered them out of the hand of those
that spoiled them.

17 And yet they would not hear-
ken unto their judges, but they
went a whoring after other gods,
and bowed themselves unto them:
they turned quickly out of the way
which their fathers walked in,
obeying the commandments of the
Lorb; but they did not so.

18 And when the LORD raised
them up judges, then the LORD was
with the judge, and delivered them
out of the hand of their enemies all
the days of the judge: for it repented
the LORD because of their groanings
by reason of them that oppressed
them and vexed them.

19 And it came to pass, when
the judge was dead, that they re-
turned, and corrupted themselves

more than their fathers, in fol-
lowing other gods to serve them,
and to bow down unto them; they
ceased not from their own doings,
nor from their stubborn way.

20 And the anger of the LORD
was hot against Israel; and he said,
Because that this people hath trans-
gressed my covenant which | com-
manded their fathers, and have not
hearkened unto my voice;

21 | also will not henceforth
drive out any from before them of
the nations which Joshua left when
he died:

22 That through them | may prove
Israel, whether they will keep the
way of the LORD to walk therein, as
their fathers did keep it, or not.

23 Therefore the LoRrb left those
nations, without driving them out
hastily; neither delivered he them
into the hand of Joshua.

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

I SAM. 9:1 Now there was a man
of Benjamin, whose name was Kish,
the son of Abiel, the son of Zeror, the
son of Bechorath, the son of Aphiah,
a Benjamite, a mighty man of power.

2 And he had a son,whose name
was Saul, a choice young man, and
a goodly: and there was not among
the children of Israel a goodlier
person than he: from his shoulders
and upward he was higher than
any of the people.

10:17 And Samuel called the peo-
ple together unto the LORD to Mizpeh;

18 And said unto the children
of Israel, Thus saith the LorRD God
of Israel, | brought up Israel out of
Egypt, and delivered you out of the
hand of the Egyptians, and out of
the hand of all kingdoms, and of
them that oppressed you:

19 And ye have this day rejected
your God, who himself saved you
out of all your adversities and your
tribulations; and ye have said unto
him, Nay, but set a king over us. Now
therefore present yourselves before
the LORD by your tribes, and by your
thousands.

20 And when Samuel had
caused all the tribes of Israel to
come near, the tribe of Benjamin
was taken.

21 When he had caused the tribe
of Benjamin to come near by their
families, the family of Matri was
taken, and Saul the son of Kish was
taken: and when they sought him, he
could not be found.

22 Therefore they enquired of
the Lorbp further, if the man should
yet come thither. And the LORD an-
swered, Behold, he hath hid him-
self among the stuff.

23 And they ran and fetched him
thence: and when he stood among
the people, he was higher than any
of the people from his shoulders and
upward.

24 And Samuel said to all the
people, See ye him whom the LOrRD
hath chosen, that there is none like
him among all the people? And all
the people shouted, and said, God
save the king.

25 Then Samuel told the people
the manner of the kingdom, and
wrote it in a book, and laid it up be-
fore the LoRD. And Samuel sent all
the people away, every man to his
house.

26 And Saul also went home to
Gibeah; and there went with him
a band of men, whose hearts God
had touched.

17 For the LoRrD our God, he jtis
that brought us up and our fathers
out of the land of Egypt, from the
house of bondage, and which did
those great signs in our sight, and
preserved us in all the way wherein
we went, and among all the people

through whom we passed:

18 And the LoRrbD drave out from
before us all the people, even the
Amorites which dwelt in the land:
therefore will we also serve the
Lorbp; for he is our God.

19 And Joshua said unto the peo-
ple, Ye cannot serve the LORD: for he
is an holy God; he is a jealous God;
he will not forgive your transgres-
sions nor your sins.

20 If ye forsake the Lorb, and
serve strange gods, then he will
turn and do you hurt, and consume
you, after that he hath done you
good.

21 And the people said unto Josh-
ua, Nay; but we will serve the LORD.

22 And Joshua said unto the
people, Ye are witnesses against
yourselves that ye have chosen
you the LORD, to serve him. And
they said, We are witnesses.

23 Now therefore put away, said
he, the strange gods which are
among you, and incline your heart
unto the LORD God of Israel.

24 And the people said unto
Joshua, The LorD our God will we
serve, and his voice will we obey.

And the children
of Israel assembled themselves to-
gether, and encamped in Mizpeh.

18 And the people and princes
of Gilead said one to another, What
man /s he that will begin to fight
against the children of Ammon? he
shall be head over all the inhabitants
of Gilead.

27 And when the mourning was
past, David sent and fetched her to
his house, and she became his wife,
and bare him a son. But the thing
that David had done displeased the
LORD.

12:13 And David said unto Na-
than, | have sinned against the
Lorp. And Nathan said unto David,
The LoRrD also hath put away thy
sin; thou shalt not die.

14 Howbeit, because by this deed
thou hast given great occasion to the
enemies of the LORD to blaspheme,
the child also that is born unto thee
shall surely die.

15 And Nathan departed unto
his house. And the LoRD struck the
child that Uriah's wife bare unto
David, and it was very sick.

gard the peace offerings of your fat
beasts.

23 Take thou away from me the
noise of thy songs; for | will not
hear the melody of thy viols.

24 But let judgment run down
as waters, and righteousness as a
mighty stream.

25 Have ye offered unto me sac-
rifices and offerings in the wilder-
ness forty years, O house of Israel?

26 Butye have borne the taberna-
cle of your Moloch and Chiun your
images, the star of your god, which
ye made to yourselves.

27 Therefore will | cause you to
go into captivity beyond Damas-
cus, saith the LORD, whose name is
The God of hosts.

SCRIPTURE LESSON TEXT

Il CHR. 36:15 And the LorD God
of their fathers sent to them by his
messengers, rising up betimes, and
sending; because he had compas-
sion on his people, and on his dwell-
ing place:

16 But they mocked the mes-
sengers of God, and despised his
words, and misused his prophets,
until the wrath of the LORD arose
against his people, till there was
no remedy.

17 Therefore he brought upon
them the king of the Chaldees, who
slew their young men with the sword
in the house of their sanctuary, and
had no compassion upon young
man or maiden, old man, or him that
stooped for age: he gave them all
into his hand.

18 And all the vessels of the
house of God, great and small,
and the treasures of the house of
the Lorp, and the treasures of the
king, and of his princes; all these
he brought to Babylon.

19 And they burnt the house of
God, and brake down the wall of Je-
rusalem, and burnt all the palaces
thereof with fire, and destroyed all
the goodly vessels thereof.

20 And them that had escaped
from the sword carried he away to
Babylon; where they were servants
to him and his sons until the reign
of the kingdom of Persia:

21 To fulfil the word of the LORD
by the mouth of Jeremiah, until the
land had enjoyed her sabbaths: for
as long as she lay desolate she kept
sabbath, to fulfil threescore and ten
years.

PS. 137:1 By the rivers of Bab-
ylon, there we sat down, yea, we
wept, when we remembered Zion.

2 We hanged our harps upon the
willows in the midst thereof.

3 For there they that carried us
away captive required of us a song;
and they that wasted us required of
us mirth, saying, Sing us one of the
songs of Zion.

4 How shall we sing the LORD’S
song in a strange land?

5 If |1 forget thee, O Jerusalem,
let my right hand forget her cun-
ning.

6 If | do not remember thee, let
my tongue cleave to the roof of my
mouth; if | prefer not Jerusalem
above my chief joy.
