
NOTES

JOHN 8:31  Then said Jesus to 
those Jews which believed on him, If 
ye continue in my word, then are ye 
my disciples indeed;

32  And ye shall know the truth, 
and the truth shall make you free.

33  They answered him, We be 
Abraham’s seed, and were never 
in bondage to any man: how sayest 
thou, Ye shall be made free?

34  Jesus answered them, Verily, 
verily, I say unto you, Whosoever 
committeth sin is the servant of 
sin.

35  And the servant abideth not in 
the house for ever: but the Son abi-
deth ever.

36  If the Son therefore shall 
make you free, ye shall be free in-
deed.

37  I know that ye are Abraham’s 
seed; but ye seek to kill me, because 
my word hath no place in you.

38  I speak that which I have 
seen with my Father: and ye do 
that which ye have seen with your 
father. 

48  Then answered the Jews, and 
said unto him, Say we not well that 
thou art a Samaritan, and hast a dev-
il?

49  Jesus answered, I have not a 
devil; but I honour my Father, and 
ye do dishonour me.

50  And I seek not mine own glo-
ry: there is one that seeketh and jud-
geth.

51  Verily, verily, I say unto you, 
If a man keep my saying, he shall 
never see death.

52  Then said the Jews unto him, 
Now we know that thou hast a devil. 
Abraham is dead, and the prophets; 
and thou sayest, If a man keep my 
saying, he shall never taste of death.

53  Art thou greater than our fa-
ther Abraham, which is dead? and 
the prophets are dead: whom mak-
est thou thyself?

54  Jesus answered, If I honour 
myself, my honour is nothing: it is my 
Father that honoureth me; of whom 
ye say, that he is your God:

55  Yet ye have not known him; 
but I know him: and if I should say, 
I know him not, I shall be a liar like 
unto you: but I know him, and keep 
his saying.

56  Your father Abraham rejoiced 
to see my day: and he saw it, and was 
glad.

58  Jesus said unto them, Verily, 
verily, I say unto you, Before Abra-
ham was, I am.

59  Then took they up stones to 
cast at him: but Jesus hid himself, 
and went out of the temple, going 
through the midst of them, and so 
passed by.
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LUKE 8:40  And it came to pass, 
that, when Jesus was returned, the 
people gladly received him: for they 
were all waiting for him.

41  And, behold, there came a 
man named Jairus, and he was a 
ruler of the synagogue: and he fell 
down at Jesus’ feet, and besought 
him that he would come into his 
house:

42  For he had one only daughter, 
about twelve years of age, and she 
lay a dying. But as he went the peo-
ple thronged him.

43  And a woman having an is-
sue of blood twelve years, which 
had spent all her living upon phy-
sicians, neither could be healed of 
any,

44  Came behind him, and touched 
the border of his garment: and imme-
diately her issue of blood stanched.

45  And Jesus said, Who touched 
me? When all denied, Peter and 
they that were with him said, Mas-
ter, the multitude throng thee and 
press thee, and sayest thou, Who 
touched me?

46  And Jesus said, Somebody 
hath touched me: for I perceive that 
virtue is gone out of me.

47  And when the woman saw 
that she was not hid, she came 
trembling, and falling down before 
him, she declared unto him before 

all the people for what cause she 
had touched him, and how she was 
healed immediately.

48  And he said unto her, Daugh-
ter, be of good comfort: thy faith hath 
made thee whole; go in peace.

49  While he yet spake, there 
cometh one from the ruler of the 
synagogue’s house, saying to him, 
Thy daughter is dead; trouble not 
the Master.

50  But when Jesus heard it, he an-
swered him, saying, Fear not: believe 
only, and she shall be made whole.

51  And when he came into the 
house, he suffered no man to go in, 
save Peter, and James, and John, 
and the father and the mother of 
the maiden.

52  And all wept, and bewailed 
her: but he said, Weep not; she is not 
dead, but sleepeth.

53  And they laughed him to 
scorn, knowing that she was dead.

54  And he put them all out, and 
took her by the hand, and called, say-
ing, Maid, arise.

55  And her spirit came again, 
and she arose straightway: and he 
commanded to give her meat.

56  And her parents were aston-
ished: but he charged them that they 
should tell no man what was done.
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JOHN 11:38  Jesus therefore again 
groaning in himself cometh to the 
grave. It was a cave, and a stone lay 
upon it.

39  Jesus said, Take ye away the 
stone. Martha, the sister of him 
that was dead, saith unto him, 
Lord, by this time he stinketh: for 
he hath been dead four days.

40  Jesus saith unto her, Said I not 
unto thee, that, if thou wouldest be-
lieve, thou shouldest see the glory of 
God?

41  Then they took away the 
stone from the place where the 

dead was laid. And Jesus lifted up 
his eyes, and said, Father, I thank 
thee that thou hast heard me.

42  And I knew that thou hearest 
me always: but because of the peo-
ple which stand by I said it, that they 
may believe that thou hast sent me.

43  And when he thus had spo-
ken, he cried with a loud voice, 
Lazarus, come forth.

44  And he that was dead came 
forth, bound hand and foot with gra-
veclothes: and his face was bound 
about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto 
them, Loose him, and let him go.
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LUKE 23:33  And when they were 
come to the place, which is called 
Calvary, there they crucified him, 
and the malefactors, one on the right 
hand, and the other on the left.

34  Then said Jesus, Father, for-
give them; for they know not what 
they do. And they parted his rai-
ment, and cast lots.

35  And the people stood behold-
ing. And the rulers also with them 
derided him, saying, He saved oth-
ers; let him save himself, if he be 
Christ, the chosen of God.

36  And the soldiers also mocked 
him, coming to him, and offering 
him vinegar,

37  And saying, If thou be the king 
of the Jews, save thyself.

38  And a superscription also 
was written over him in letters 
of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, 
THIS IS THE KING OF THE JEWS.

39  And one of the malefactors 
which were hanged railed on him, 
saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself 
and us.

40  But the other answering re-
buked him, saying, Dost not thou 
fear God, seeing thou art in the 
same condemnation?

41  And we indeed justly; for we 
receive the due reward of our deeds: 

but this man hath done nothing 
amiss.

42  And he said unto Jesus, Lord, 
remember me when thou comest 
into thy kingdom.

43  And Jesus said unto him, Verily 
I say unto thee, To day shalt thou be 
with me in paradise.

44  And it was about the sixth 
hour, and there was a darkness 
over all the earth until the ninth 
hour.

45  And the sun was darkened, 
and the veil of the temple was rent 
in the midst.

46  And when Jesus had cried 
with a loud voice, he said, Father, 
into thy hands I commend my spir-
it: and having said thus, he gave up 
the ghost.

47  Now when the centurion saw 
what was done, he glorified God, 
saying, Certainly this was a righ-
teous man.

48  And all the people that came 
together to that sight, beholding 
the things which were done, smote 
their breasts, and returned.

49  And all his acquaintance, and 
the women that followed him from 
Galilee, stood afar off, beholding 
these things.
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LUKE 24:1  Now upon the first day 
of the week, very early in the morning, 
they came unto the sepulchre, bring-
ing the spices which they had pre-
pared, and certain others with them. 

2  And they found the stone 
rolled away from the sepulchre. 

3  And they entered in, and found 
not the body of the Lord Jesus. 

4  And it came to pass, as they 
were much perplexed thereabout, 
behold, two men stood by them in 
shining garments: 

5  And as they were afraid, and 
bowed down their faces to the earth, 
they said unto them, Why seek ye the 
living among the dead?

6  He is not here, but is risen: 
remember how he spake unto you 
when he was yet in Galilee,

7  Saying, The Son of man must 
be delivered into the hands of sinful 
men, and be crucified, and the third 
day rise again. 

8  And they remembered his 
words, 

9  And returned from the sepul-
chre, and told all these things unto 
the eleven, and to all the rest. 

10  It was Mary Magdalene, and 
Joanna, and Mary the mother of 
James, and other women that were 
with them, which told these things 
unto the apostles. 

11  And their words seemed to 
them as idle tales, and they believed 
them not. 

12  Then arose Peter, and ran 
unto the sepulchre; and stooping 
down, he beheld the linen clothes 
laid by themselves, and departed, 
wondering in himself at that which 
was come to pass.

30  And it came to pass, as he sat 
at meat with them, he took bread, 
and blessed it, and brake, and gave 
to them. 

31  And their eyes were opened, 
and they knew him; and he van-
ished out of their sight. 

32  And they said one to anoth-
er, Did not our heart burn within us, 
while he talked with us by the way, 
and while he opened to us the scrip-
tures? 

33  And they rose up the same 
hour, and returned to Jerusalem, 
and found the eleven gathered to-
gether, and them that were with 
them, 

34  Saying, The Lord is risen in-
deed, and hath appeared to Simon. 

35  And they told what things 
were done in the way, and how he 
was known of them in breaking of 
bread.
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JOHN 2:1  And the third day there 
was a marriage in Cana of Galilee; 
and the mother of Jesus was there:

2  And both Jesus was called, 
and his disciples, to the marriage.

3  And when they wanted wine, 
the mother of Jesus saith unto him, 
They have no wine.

4  Jesus saith unto her, Woman, 
what have I to do with thee? mine 
hour is not yet come.

5  His mother saith unto the ser-
vants, Whatsoever he saith unto you, 
do it.

6  And there were set there six 
waterpots of stone, after the man-
ner of the purifying of the Jews, 
containing two or three firkins 
apiece.

7  Jesus saith unto them, Fill the 
waterpots with water. And they filled 
them up to the brim.

8  And he saith unto them, Draw 
out now, and bear unto the gover-
nor of the feast. And they bare it.

9  When the ruler of the feast had 
tasted the water that was made 
wine, and knew not whence it was: 
(but the servants which drew the wa-
ter knew;) the governor of the feast 
called the bridegroom,

10  And saith unto him, Every 
man at the beginning doth set 
forth good wine; and when men 
have well drunk, then that which is 
worse: but thou hast kept the good 
wine until now.

11  This beginning of miracles did 
Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and mani-
fested forth his glory; and his disci-
ples believed on him.

12  After this he went down to 
Capernaum, he, and his mother, 
and his brethren, and his disciples: 
and they continued there not many 
days.
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MARK 9:14  And when he came 
to his disciples, he saw a great mul-
titude about them, and the scribes 
questioning with them.

15  And straightway all the peo-
ple, when they beheld him, were 
greatly amazed, and running to him 
saluted him.

16  And he asked the scribes, 
What question ye with them?

17  And one of the multitude 
answered and said, Master, I have 
brought unto thee my son, which 
hath a dumb spirit;

18  And wheresoever he taketh 
him, he teareth him: and he foameth, 
and gnasheth with his teeth, and pin-
eth away: and I spake to thy disciples 
that they should cast him out; and 
they could not.

19  He answereth him, and saith, 
O faithless generation, how long 
shall I be with you? how long shall I 
suffer you? bring him unto me.

20  And they brought him unto 
him: and when he saw him, straight-
way the spirit tare him; and he fell on 
the ground, and wallowed foaming.

21  And he asked his father, How 
long is it ago since this came unto 
him? And he said, Of a child.

22  And ofttimes it hath cast him 
into the fire, and into the waters, to 
destroy him: but if thou canst do any 
thing, have compassion on us, and 
help us.

23  Jesus said unto him, If thou 
canst believe, all things are possi-
ble to him that believeth.

24  And straightway the father of 
the child cried out, and said with tears, 
Lord, I believe; help thou mine unbelief.

25  When Jesus saw that the 
people came running together, he 
rebuked the foul spirit, saying unto 
him, Thou dumb and deaf spirit, I 
charge thee, come out of him, and 
enter no more into him.

26  And the spirit cried, and rent 
him sore, and came out of him: and 
he was as one dead; insomuch that 
many said, He is dead.

27  But Jesus took him by the 
hand, and lifted him up; and he 
arose.

28  And when he was come into 
the house, his disciples asked him 
privately, Why could not we cast him 
out?

29  And he said unto them, This 
kind can come forth by nothing, 
but by prayer and fasting.
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LUKE 6:1  And it came to pass on 
the second sabbath after the first, 
that he went through the corn fields; 
and his disciples plucked the ears of 
corn, and did eat, rubbing them in 
their hands.

2  And certain of the Pharisees 
said unto them, Why do ye that 
which is not lawful to do on the 
sabbath days?

3  And Jesus answering them said, 
Have ye not read so much as this, 
what David did, when himself was an 
hungred, and they which were with 
him;

4  How he went into the house of 
God, and did take and eat the shew-
bread, and gave also to them that 
were with him; which it is not lawful 
to eat but for the priests alone?

5  And he said unto them, That the 
Son of man is Lord also of the sab-
bath.

6  And it came to pass also on 
another sabbath, that he entered 

into the synagogue and taught: and 
there was a man whose right hand 
was withered.

7  And the scribes and Pharisees 
watched him, whether he would heal 
on the sabbath day; that they might 
find an accusation against him.

8  But he knew their thoughts, 
and said to the man which had the 
withered hand, Rise up, and stand 
forth in the midst. And he arose 
and stood forth.

9  Then said Jesus unto them, I will 
ask you one thing; Is it lawful on the 
sabbath days to do good, or to do 
evil? to save life, or to destroy it?

10  And looking round about 
upon them all, he said unto the 
man, Stretch forth thy hand. And 
he did so: and his hand was re-
stored whole as the other.

11  And they were filled with mad-
ness; and communed one with an-
other what they might do to Jesus.
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MATT. 14:22  And straightway Je-
sus constrained his disciples to get 
into a ship, and to go before him unto 
the other side, while he sent the mul-
titudes away.

23  And when he had sent the 
multitudes away, he went up into a 
mountain apart to pray: and when 
the evening was come, he was 
there alone.

24  But the ship was now in the 
midst of the sea, tossed with waves: 
for the wind was contrary.

25  And in the fourth watch of 
the night Jesus went unto them, 
walking on the sea.

26  And when the disciples saw 
him walking on the sea, they were 
troubled, saying, It is a spirit; and 
they cried out for fear.

27  But straightway Jesus spake 
unto them, saying, Be of good 
cheer; it is I; be not afraid.

28  And Peter answered him and 
said, Lord, if it be thou, bid me come 
unto thee on the water.

29  And he said, Come. And 
when Peter was come down out of 

the ship, he walked on the water, to 
go to Jesus.

30  But when he saw the wind 
boisterous, he was afraid; and begin-
ning to sink, he cried, saying, Lord, 
save me.

31  And immediately Jesus 
stretched forth his hand, and caught 
him, and said unto him, O thou of lit-
tle faith, wherefore didst thou doubt?

32  And when they were come into 
the ship, the wind ceased.

33  Then they that were in the 
ship came and worshipped him, 
saying, Of a truth thou art the Son 
of God.

34  And when they were gone 
over, they came into the land of Gen-
nesaret.

35  And when the men of that 
place had knowledge of him, they 
sent out into all that country round 
about, and brought unto him all 
that were diseased;

36  And besought him that they 
might only touch the hem of his gar-
ment: and as many as touched were 
made perfectly whole.
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MARK 2:1  And again he entered 
into Capernaum after some days; 
and it was noised that he was in the 
house.

2  And straightway many were 
gathered together, insomuch 
that there was no room to receive 
them, no, not so much as about the 
door: and he preached the word 
unto them.

3  And they come unto him, bring-
ing one sick of the palsy, which was 
borne of four.

4  And when they could not 
come nigh unto him for the press, 
they uncovered the roof where he 
was: and when they had broken it 
up, they let down the bed wherein 
the sick of the palsy lay.

5  When Jesus saw their faith, he 
said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, 
thy sins be forgiven thee.

6  But there were certain of the 
scribes sitting there, and reason-
ing in their hearts,

7  Why doth this man thus speak 
blasphemies? who can forgive sins 
but God only?

8  And immediately when Jesus 
perceived in his spirit that they 
so reasoned within themselves, 
he said unto them, Why reason ye 
these things in your hearts?

9  Whether is it easier to say to the 
sick of the palsy, Thy sins be forgiven 
thee; or to say, Arise, and take up thy 
bed, and walk?

10  But that ye may know that the 
Son of man hath power on earth to 
forgive sins, (he saith to the sick of 
the palsy,)

11  I say unto thee, Arise, and take 
up thy bed, and go thy way into thine 
house.

12  And immediately he arose, 
took up the bed, and went forth 
before them all; insomuch that 
they were all amazed, and glorified 
God, saying, We never saw it on 
this fashion.
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HEB. 1:1  God, who at sundry 
times and in divers manners spake 
in time past unto the fathers by the 
prophets,

2  Hath in these last days spo-
ken unto us by his Son, whom he 
hath appointed heir of all things, by 
whom also he made the worlds;

3  Who being the brightness of his 
glory, and the express image of his 
person, and upholding all things by 
the word of his power, when he had by 
himself purged our sins, sat down on 
the right hand of the Majesty on high;

4  Being made so much better 
than the angels, as he hath by in-
heritance obtained a more excel-
lent name than they.

5  For unto which of the angels 
said he at any time, Thou art my Son, 

this day have I begotten thee? And 
again, I will be to him a Father, and 
he shall be to me a Son?

6 And again, when he bringeth in 
the firstbegotten into the world, he 
saith, And let all the angels of God 
worship him.

7  And of the angels he saith, Who 
maketh his angels spirits, and his 
ministers a flame of fire.

8  But unto the Son he saith, Thy 
throne, O God, is for ever and ever: 
a sceptre of righteousness is the 
sceptre of thy kingdom.

9  Thou hast loved righteousness, 
and hated iniquity; therefore God, 
even thy God, hath anointed thee 
with the oil of gladness above thy 
fellows.
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REV. 5:6  And I beheld, and, lo, in 
the midst of the throne and of the 
four beasts, and in the midst of the 
elders, stood a Lamb as it had been 
slain, having seven horns and seven 
eyes, which are the seven Spirits of 
God sent forth into all the earth. 

7  And he came and took the 
book out of the right hand of him 
that sat upon the throne. 

8  And when he had taken the 
book, the four beasts and four and 
twenty elders fell down before the 
Lamb, having every one of them 
harps, and golden vials full of odours, 
which are the prayers of saints. 

9  And they sung a new song, 
saying, Thou art worthy to take the 
book, and to open the seals there-
of: for thou wast slain, and hast re-
deemed us to God by thy blood out 
of every kindred, and tongue, and 
people, and nation; 

10  And hast made us unto our 
God kings and priests: and we shall 
reign on the earth.

11  And I beheld, and I heard the 
voice of many angels round about 
the throne and the beasts and the 
elders: and the number of them 
was ten thousand times ten thou-
sand, and thousands of thousands; 

12  Saying with a loud voice, Wor-
thy is the Lamb that was slain to 
receive power, and riches, and wis-
dom, and strength, and honour, and 
glory, and blessing. 

13  And every creature which is 
in heaven, and on the earth, and 
under the earth, and such as are 
in the sea, and all that are in them, 
heard I saying, Blessing, and hon-
our, and glory, and power, be unto 
him that sitteth upon the throne, 
and unto the Lamb for ever and 
ever. 

14  And the four beasts said, 
Amen. And the four and twenty el-
ders fell down and worshipped him 
that liveth for ever and ever.
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REV. 22:6  And he said unto me, 
These sayings are faithful and true: 
and the Lord God of the holy proph-
ets sent his angel to shew unto his 
servants the things which must 
shortly be done.

7  Behold, I come quickly: bless-
ed is he that keepeth the sayings of 
the prophecy of this book. 

8  And I John saw these things, 
and heard them. And when I had 
heard and seen, I fell down to wor-
ship before the feet of the angel 
which shewed me these things. 

9  Then saith he unto me, See thou 
do it not: for I am thy fellowservant, 
and of thy brethren the prophets, 
and of them which keep the say-
ings of this book: worship God. 

10  And he saith unto me, Seal not 
the sayings of the prophecy of this 
book: for the time is at hand.

12  And, behold, I come quickly; 
and my reward is with me, to give 
every man according as his work 
shall be. 

13  I am Alpha and Omega, the be-
ginning and the end, the first and the 
last. 

16  I Jesus have sent mine angel 
to testify unto you these things in 
the churches. I am the root and the 
offspring of David, and the bright 
and morning star. 

17  And the Spirit and the bride 
say, Come. And let him that heareth 
say, Come. And let him that is athirst 
come. And whosoever will, let him 
take the water of life freely. 

18  For I testify unto every man 
that heareth the words of the 
prophecy of this book, If any man 
shall add unto these things, God 
shall add unto him the plagues that 
are written in this book: 

19  And if any man shall take away 
from the words of the book of this 
prophecy, God shall take away his 
part out of the book of life, and out 
of the holy city, and from the things 
which are written in this book. 

20  He which testifieth these 
things saith, Surely I come quick-
ly. Amen. Even so, come, Lord Je-
sus. 

21  The grace of our Lord Jesus 
Christ be with you all. Amen.
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
