v Items for experiments: A bottle of sulfur, a bottle of iron filings, safety goggles,
disposable latex gloves, table salt, a few glass tumblers or jars, mortar and pestle, a
glass plate, a magnet, a bottle of sulphuric acid, a bottle of copper filings, a bottle of
calcium oxide (quicklime), a small pan, a stove, some chalk crayons, a bottle of acetic
acid (vinegar), a lamp, some clay or Prestik, a large piece of cardboard, a glass prism, a
piece of wire, a few sheets of white card, a square inch of paper, some thread, a piece of
leather, a flat stone, a kettle, a small heat source (e.g. a lit candle or lighter) and two
books with smooth covers.
