The existence of Lafite as a medieval fief dates

as the “King's wine", after being introduced to the Court at Versailles

by Maréchal Richelieu. The classification of the Grands Crus Classés,
prepared on the occasion of the 1855 Universal Exhibition in Paris,
officially ranked Chateau Lafite Rothschild as the “Premier des Premiers”.
The 440 acre vineyard consists of three main areas: the slopes around the
Chateau, the adjacent Carruades plateau to the west and a 12 acre plot
in the neighboring commmune of Saint Estéphe. The vines are planted in
well-drained and well-exposed soil made up of fine, deep gravel, mixed
with aeolian sand on a subsoil of tertiary limestone. The grape varieties
are Cabernet Sauvignon (70%), Merlot (25%), Cabernet Franc (3%) and
Petit Verdot (2%). The average age of the vines is 45 years for the Grand
Vin: the oldest plot, “La Graviere”, was planted in 1886. Eric Kohler,
Technical Director of the Bordeaux Chateau, is assisted by oenologist
and winemaker Christophe Congé, and vineyard manager Louis Caillard.
