Guidelines for cable drum handling

e Storage

4. Keep the drum standing upright, using wedges in the heels of

the flanges.

2. Only drums with protection lagging may be piled flange on
flange. Lower layer must be secured over full drum width.
Miguelez, however, does not recommend stacking drums in

this way because they are unstable and round elements.

3. Never lay them flat.

Not recommended.

e Transport

4. Roll the drum in the direction used
during cable reeling.

2. Drums may be lifted either by crane or
fork-lift truck.

3. Use only crane with axle spreader. If
lifting a drum with a crane an axle or a
spreader beam must be used to avoid
lateral pressure on flanges.
