SUPPLIES NEEDED
1.  Hammer

2.  Gloves

3.  Eye Protection

4.  Manual Impact Driver and Provided Bits (1/2 drive Impact Sockets not 
     provided)

NOTES
1.  Always make sure to remove dirt from the screw slot in order to prevent 
     damage to the screw head.

2.  In order to loosen the screw or bolt, the direction should be clockwise, 
     otherwise counter clockwise.

3.  The tip of the tool is removable which exposes a 1/2 drive adapter for use 
     with all 1/2 drive impact sockets.

OPERATION
1.  Choose the correct bit or 1/2 drive socket for the job. 

2.  Insert the bit or place the socket over the nut, bolt or screw that you intend 
     to loosen. 

3.  Ensure that you have a very firm grip on the tool and strike the smooth end 
     of the Impact Driver.

4.  While applying pressure and using the engraved arrows as a guide, keep 
     turning the Impact Driver in the direction that you want the screw or bolt 
     turned.
